Now we‘ve passed a budget which, though significantly leaner than 
last year‘s, is one we can live with.  

 

Most importantly, there‘s been a strong response to Treasurer Jeff Rudolph‘s challenge to new and 
younger families to commit themselves to taking responsibility for the life of the congregation. 
Capable new leaders have emerged in several important ministry groups, and we‘ll be inviting others 
to join them on their committees.  

 

Every dollar in our budget is a blessing, and we are extremely grateful for your generosity in 
supporting the ministries of our staff members, the facility where we gather, and all of our programs. 
Every single gift makes a difference for the church and enriches its giver.  

 

Which brings us back to Holy Week, when we celebrate the most precious gift of all: ―For God so 
loved the world that he gave his only Son…‖ (John 3:16) The gift of life—both our earthly lives and 
the promise of eternal life—can be overlooked in the midst of daily busy-ness. But where would we 
be without God‘s grace? And what better time to celebrate God‘s gifts than during the most sacred 
time of the year? 

 

Thank you so much—I look forward to worshiping together during Holy Week.

It is the Lenten Season now and we have a project going.  I hope you have checked into it, but if not 
please pick up a booklet on the purple table in the narthex.  There are several ways to participate: 

 

¶ ―$25.00 Challenge‖:  can you live on $25.00 a week?  That‘s about how much a single person in 
Colorado gets in the way of food-stamps.   Try it and see if you make it.  If you do why not give 
the difference of what you usually spend to help the needy…there‘s a box on the purple table. 

¶ ―Break the Basket‖:  put non-food items in the laundry baskets by the purple table.  These are 
items that people cannot get with food-stamps.  The more stuff we collect the more people we 
can help. 

¶ ―Ministry of Presence‖:  join me at St. Clare‘s Supper on the 4 Tuesdays in March prior to Holy 
Week (2nd, 9th, 16th and 23rd).  Be present to the street people who go there to be fed and 
bring cookies to share.  There is a service at 5:00 with dinner right after.  Sign up at the purple 
table.    

¶ ―Encounter Christ in the Garden‖:  sign up to help plan and develop a Community Garden at St. 
Tim‘s.  This will be an on-going project for us to literally ―feed my sheep‖. 
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¶ ―The Center-Fold‖: activities for families are suggested in the center of the booklet.  See if you 
are interested in those things.  I also have a couple of puzzles for kids to do during Lent…they 
will be on the purple table too. 

 

I hope these give you some ideas for sharing during Lent.  There are also booklets of Lenten devo-
tions in the narthex for you to consider.

From the Senior Warden  

 

This past month has certainly been memorable!   The Vestry presented a balanced budget at the 
church annual meeting on January 31, which unfortunately featured many painful cuts.  Some of the 
more significant budget adjustments included reducing Sandy Blake‘s work hours from 3/4 time to 
1/2 time, reducing janitorial services to once a week, cutting back our lawn care and the watering of 
the lawn, keeping our diocesan pledge at the same level as last year, cutting the church‘s support 
for youth group activities, eliminating all staff continuing education, and effectively eliminating 
professional musicians from our Easter and Christmas services. 

 

Thank you for the feedback that you provided to me and to other Vestry members on the budget  
presented at the annual meeting.  And thank you also for your generous response to our financial 
situation!  We received an anonymous undesignated check for $5,000 and an anonymous  
designated pledge of $10,000 to restore the cuts made to the youth and music ministries. 

 

In addition, almost 110 people attended the fundraising dinner and concert on February 6.  We 
raised $3375 after expenses that evening, not including an estimated additional $700 of income from 
Bill Utter‘s sale of his beautiful outdoor photographs.  Thank you, Bill!  Thanks also to Nancy Van 
Hall, who was the head chef and organizer of the Vestry-sponsored dinner on February 6. And a 
special thank you to Terry Mitchell, Greg Hoskinson and Father Michael for providing a wonderful 
evening of music after the dinner.  I really felt a strong sense of community during the dinner and 
concert.  Despite the impact of the recession on each member of the congregation, your church‘s 
financial position is stronger now as a result of your support! 

 

I‘m looking forward to the Lenten program this year, with presentations by Kathy Hendricks and  
Father Michael on the different ways we encounter Christ.  Don‘t miss the Wilderness service on 
March 10, which will feature musicians from Saint John‘s Cathedral and liturgical dance by Lauren 
Packard.  And please stop by the purple table in the narthex to learn about ways you can reach out 
and help others that are less fortunate! 

 

I pray that our church‘s Lenten season and Holy Week are full of spiritual growth for each of us.

Narthex Re -design  

 

Plans are completed! Stepping into the front door of St. Timothy‘s Episcopal Church is stepping 
into the parish‘s space. Past the front door is where the fellowship begins; it is where we are invited 
to continue our path to worship. It is the narthex and the plans for our new design are complete. 

 

Including the furnishings, the completed project is estimated to cost $9000. Designated funds are 
$1000, a generous carpentry and cost gift from a parishioner brings the bottom line cost to  $7800.  
This takes another gift into consideration. A donor will add electrical outlets in several places in the 
narthex to accommodate more lighting, easy coffee making, big screen viewing, and possible  
recessed lighting in the future. This electrical cost could easily reach $1000 but the donor has given 
a price of $250.  

 

A large in-kind gift is from McKinley Wiley. She is a professional Interior Designer who has donated 
scores of hours and hundreds of dollars for her time.  She has done an outstanding job! I hope you 
have a chance to meet her on March 7 and thank her for her marvelous gift.  McKinley and her  
husband, Scott Cadwallader are members at St. Timothy‘s and their two children have been bap-
tized here. 

 

Please take a moment and review the illustrations of our ideas posted on each wall in the narthex: 
diagrams, colors, pictures of furniture, literature racks, counters, flat screen monitors and more. Part 
of the display will include a list of items we need, so that you too can be a part of this exciting new 
entryway to our weekly spiritual guidance!   

 

We have begun the transition with upholstered pews and donated paint, but there are plenty of 
things you can do! We need donated skills of carpentry, upholstering, painting, and cleaning. We 
also invite you to consider purchasing and giving any item listed in each posted illustration. 

 

In this time of reduced budgets, we realize all the furnishings may take time to collect or purchase.  
However, we don‘t want to loose sight of the fact that first impressions are important. As St.  
Timothy‘s experiences growing membership, those prospective new members who come through 
our doors will have an initial idea of ―who we are,‖ that will create a lasting impression. 

 

This is the entrance into your worship space as well as a greeting space for visitors. It is the space 
for all people worshipping together at St. Timothy‘s!

¶ The budget for 2010 was finalized.  After receiving an anonymous donation, the budget shortfalls 
in both the music and youth ministries were able to be restored.

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Lent Series  

 

During the season of Lent we make a journey from the Wilderness to the Garden. Our cycle of  
Gospel readings takes us from the Temptation of Jesus in the desert to His Easter morning  
appearance in the garden. At the pivotal point of Holy Week, after the Last Supper, Jesus struggles 
with his fate and faith in the Garden of Gethsemane.  

 

While thirsting in the desert is physically challenging, it has traditionally been a place of cleansing 
and simplicity. And while we all appreciate the beauty of a garden in bloom, it was in such a place 
that Jesus struggled with doubt and desolation.  

 

Our Lent Series this year traces the journey from the Wilderness to the Garden, from temptation to 
resurrection. Following up on Kathy Hendricks‘s initial presentation, on March 3 Rev. Michael will 
speak on ―Blooming in the Desert,‖ with exercises on discovering our spiritual gifts.   

 

The third week of our series will be very special, as Rev. Sandy joins with musician Kate Eaton in 
presenting ―The Wilderness at St. Tim‘s.‖ Inspired by the wonderful new worship service at St. 
John‘s Cathedral, it will bring us into a transformed worship time: visually, musically, and prayerfully.   

 

Following that Michael will present a session on ―Generosity: Encountering 
Christ in Serving Others.‖ With all of us so pressed for time and energy, do we 
miss opportunities to fill our own hearts by making a difference for those in 
need? Finally, Kathy will conclude the series with a program on ―Encountering 
Christ Across the Generations,‖ sharing wisdom gained through decades of  
experience with families. Telling the story of our faith is an ongoing process 
that is seeded within the context of our families and bears fruit in our  
relationships.  

 

We‘ll follow the familiar pattern of the past two years: gathering on Wednesdays at 5:30 for  
Eucharist, sharing a soup supper at 6:00, with the program presentation at 6:45, discussion groups 
at 7:30, and Compline at 8:00. Please come when you can and leave when you must! Childcare will 
be available upon request. 
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2010 Lent Activities for Families with Children  

 

Communion Class for children and parents 

Sundays, March 7, 14, and 21—meets from 9:00 to 9:45 am in Sunday School room 3 (Reminder: 
church will start at 10:00 beginning Feb. 21.) 
 

In the earliest days of the Church, baptized children received Communion along with their parents. 
Then in the Middle Ages, lay people almost entirely stopped receiving the bread and cup. After the 
Reformation, the rite of Confirmation became the entry point for children in the Church of England to 
receive communion. Since the adoption of the new Episcopal Prayer Book in 1979, baptized children 
have once again been welcome to receive communion, at the discretion of their parents.  
 

Rev. Michael leads this three-part series to help parents prepare their children to receive  
Communion. He focuses on key Bible stories and discussion of the meaning of Communion, and at 
the final session we‘ll visit the altar for a first-hand look at what happens there. Each family will  
receive a liturgical coloring book about this subject to facilitate discussions at home.   
 

Parents are invited to bring children of any age to these sessions, and kids who have participated in 
the past are welcome to come again. Please plan to attend all three sessions if you possibly can. 
Decisions about receiving Communion are the responsibility of parents, and Rev. Michael will be 
glad to talk with you in more depth about any questions you may have.   
 

Class sessions will focus on the Baptism of Jesus (Luke 3), the Last Supper (Luke 22), and the 
Road to Emmaus (Luke 24). 
 

Childrenôs ChapelðSunday, March 21 at 10:00 am 

Along with the usual songs and prayers, Rev. Michael will focus on a preview of the Passion Story of 
Holy Week (from the Last Supper through the Resurrection) 
 

Childrenôs SermonðPalm Sunday (March 28)  

after the Peace On Palm Sunday the service will begin in the Parish Hall with 
a blessing of Palms and a procession around the building and into the 
church. Then the kids will go to Sunday School, and after the Peace Rev.  
Michael will invite them to come forward to talk about Holy Week. 
 

Childrenôs Easter Drama and Easter Egg HuntðSunday (April 4) at 10:00 am  

On Easter morning the kids will begin the service in the church, and after the opening hymn Rev.  
Michael will invite them downstairs to the Parish Hall. As in past years, they‘ll participate in a  
dramatic presentation of the Holy Week story, with songs and discussion. The Easter Egg Hunt will 
take place after the service (hopefully outdoors, but in the church if the weather is bad).

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Each year the Outreach Committee uses funds from your gifts and pledges to help support agencies 
both internationally and here in the community. Two of the groups that we continue to support are  
El Hogar, the Home of Love and Hope, in Tegucigalpa, Honduras and the 32nd Avenue Jubilee  

Center located at Our Merciful Savior Episcopal Church in northwest Denver. 

 

El Hogar is a mission project of the Episcopal Diocese of Honduras. The school and orphanage was 
founded in 1979 and today serves 250 children in three schools and homes. Since Honduras is the 
poorest country in the Americas with an illiteracy rate of 25% and unemployment around 30%, more 
than half the population is living in poverty and many live on only $2 a day. Children literally are  
living on the streets. Their families can no longer feed, clothe, or educate them. Their homes are  
little more than cardboard and tin, pieced together with no space and no running water, and these 
conditions give the children little hope for the future. Sniffing glue relieves their hunger pangs while 
destroying their brain cells. Begging, stealing and teenage gangs have become a destructive means 
of survival. El Hogar was founded to break this cycle and offer a future for these children. The school 
provides food, shelter, a loving home in a Christian environment, and an education for these street 
boys to help them become useful productive citizens of Honduras. When these boys have graduated 
as young adults not only do they have an education and marketable skills, but also they have a 
sense of pride, respect, and responsibility to give back to others. These students leave the program 
as role models for their families and their community and as a hope for the future of Honduras. 

 

The 32nd Avenue Jubilee Center works to reduce economic and cultural barriers by providing  
programs that offer supportive and educational resources. The programs include: a youth enrich-
ment program that offers an after school program for neighborhood children on Monday, Tuesday, 
and Wednesday when school is in session; emergency assistance to help with rent, transportation,  
prescriptions, and other needs; English as a second language and Spanish classes which help  
participants develop cultural and language skills; a community healthcare initiative which provides 
blood pressure screenings, mammogram services, prescription eye glasses; and, the Bienvenidos 
Food Bank where food is distributed every Thursday in the morning at 11am -12 pm and in the after-
noon from 4-6 pm. 

 

The Samaritan Outreach Committee supports the Jubilee Center financially as well as through  
volunteers. The Center always has work for St. Tim‘s members to do on Samaritan Saturday in May, 
and there are individual opportunities for volunteering throughout the year.

Samaritan Outreach  
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Fair Trade ï What does that have to do with being a Christian?  

 

Many Americans are not aware that the agricultural worker in the coffee industry toils in what has 
been called "the sweatshops in the field". The small farmers who grow our coffee often struggle just 
to make a simple living. Most live in isolated communities in some of the poorest countries in the 
world. Cut off from markets, they are forced to accept low prices. Some 20 million people near the 
equator depend on coffee for their livelihood. Many lack access to adequate housing, healthcare, 
education, running water and electricity. There is an alternative: FAIR TRADE. Fair trade shares the 
bounty of the coffee trade with those who grow the crop, helping them build a better future for  
themselves and their communities. World trade of agricultural products needs to be based on fair 
trade and prices, based on the costs of sustainable production methods, and must consider the real 
costs of ecological damage. 

 

Consumption: Consumers are encouraged to avoid purchasing products made in conditions where 
workers are being exploited... And, while the limited options available to consumers make this  
extremely difficult to accomplish, buying "Fair Trade Certified" products is one sure way consumers 
can use their purchasing power to make a contribution to the common good. The International  
Standards of Fair Trade are based on ensuring livable wages for small farmers and their families, 
working with democratically run farming cooperatives, buying direct so that benefits and profits from 
trade actually reach the farmers and their communities... Consumer are encouraged to only seek out 
companies whose product lines reflect a strong commitment to these standards, but should also  
encourage expanded corporate participation in the Fair Trade Market. Consumers need to evaluate 
their consumption of goods and services in the light of the need for enhanced quality of life rather 
than unlimited production of material goods. 

 

Equal Exchange, an employee-owned fair-trade organization, committed to the following principles: 

¶ To pay a fair price with a guaranteed minimum, ensuring the farmers a fair return for their labors. 

¶ To work with cooperatives that are owned and governed by the farmers and their communities  

¶ To buy directly from the farmers so the benefits of trade go to the farmers and their communities. 

¶ To provide credit that farmers can afford, helping them break the cycle of debt.  

¶ To encourage ecologically sustainable farming practices such as organic and shade-grown  
agriculture which build a long-term economic base for farmers while protecting community health 
and environment.  

Equal Exchange follows these standards on 100% of its products. Please support Fair Trade where 
possible. Approximate cost of a cup of Fair Trade coffee is $.25 - $.30.  

 

St. Tim‘s is providing Fair Trade Coffee during coffee hour on Sundays and at other church  
functions. Like many churches in the area, Samaritan Outreach is researching the possibility of  
making a limited number of Fair Trade items available for purchase.  There are several possibilities,  
including the Episcopal Relief and Development effort that will raise funds through the sale of 
‗Bishop‘s Blend‘. The profit from the sale will be directed towards the work of ERD.  

 

When making purchases, please consider  supporting Fair Trade by requesting and purchasing 
products that are available, rather than those produced under agricultural  ‗sweat shop‘ conditions.

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Surfing, Shopping On Line Can Benefit St. Timôs 

 

Did you know that using the GoodSearch search engine can provide revenue for St. Tim‘s?  Just go 
to the goodsearch.com web page, enter Saint Timothy‘s Episcopal Church as the benefiting charity, 
and start contributing to your church every time you use the Yahoo-based search engine.  On line 
shopping also provides St. Tim‘s with additional revenue when you use GoodShop by GoodSearch.  
Contributions to the church are a percentage of the purchase price and vary by the company:   
Amazon (.5 to 1.5%), Barnes and Noble (3%), the Gap (2.5%), Macy‘s (1.5 to 2.5%), Kohl‘s (2%), 
Microsoft (5%), Old Navy (2.5%), Petsmart (4-7.5%), Target (1.5%), Toys R Us (1.5-2%), Williams 
Sonoma (2%), iTunes (2.5%) and eBay (25% or more).  This list contains only some of the many 
companies that participate in GoodShop.  So, if you‘re still going to be doing some shopping for gifts 
on line, please use GoodShop (http://www.goodsearch.com/goodshop.aspx/) and provide your 
church with a gift as well!

Why Contribute Directly from your IRA?  

 

A parishioner who does contribute her pledge directly from her IRA sent the office this piece from the 
Denver Post. Food for thoughté 
 

―Q: Do you think there is a chance, good or bad, that Congress will reinstate a law that expired last  
year allowing people over age 70 ½ to give money from their individual retirement accounts directly 
to charities? 

B. L. Glen Allen, VA 

A:  There is a good chance that Congress will reinstate that law. 
 

The House approved legislation late last year that would extend this provision through the end of 
2010, says Harris Abrams, senior tax analyst in the tax and accounting business of Thomson 
Reuters. In the Senate there appears to be widespread support for bringing back this and other  
expired provisions. 
 

Many charities love this rule and have been urging Congress to restore it retroactively to the start of 
this year. Because of this provision, many people have given money to charity directly out of their 
IRAs over the past several years. Charities can be very influential in the halls of Congress. 
 

Congress has been slow to act on this issue mainly because it has been tied up by other issues,  
including health care and concern about massive federal budget deficits for years to come. 
(President Obama, in his recent budget proposals, projected a record $1.6 trillion deficit this year.) 
 

For readers who may not be familiar with this provision, here is how it works: 

Under the provision that existed through the end of last year, taxpayers who are age 70 ½ or 
older could transfer as much as $100,000 a year directly from an IRA to a qualified charity 
without having any of that transfer counted as taxable income. 

 

As the Internal Revenue Service points out in publication 590 (available at www.irs.gov)) a qualified 
transfer from an IRA directly to a charity counted toward your required minimum distribution.‖
