Kathy Hendricks and I 
have been exploring life in those locations, looking at how we can find spiritual nourishment in our 
ñdry placesò and avoid entanglement in the busy-ness of our lives. (If youôve missed some of the 
presentations or sermons, check our website at www.sttims.net.) 

 

Now, as Holy Week begins we approach one of the most powerful scenes in the Gospels: Jesus 
praying in the Garden of Gethsemane. He had just finished sharing the Passover supper with his 
disciples, his last meal on earth. He astonished his friends by taking the bread and saying, ñThis is 
my body.ò On the last evening of his life he took them to the garden and made one simple request, 
ñSit here while I pray.ò (Mark 14:32) 

 

Nowhere else in Scripture is the mystery of Jesusô incarnation so powerfully depicted. His divine 
nature reveals what must lie ahead, but his human side momentarily shrinks from the completion of 
his mission. ñAbba, Father, for you all things are possible; remove this cup from meéò 

 

Does that sound familiar? How often do we see what we need to do, yet somehow fail to move 
forward? Hopefully we can take comfort in the fact that this happened to Jesus too! 

 

But note what comes next: Jesus continues to pray and the fear drains out of him, replaced by clarity 
and determination. ñYet not what I want, but what you want,ò he says to his Father. With that 
response to prayer, the Passion is set in motion. 

 

By that time the disciples have fallen asleep, derelict in their duty, about to abandon their friend in 
his time of need. But that time in the garden, agonizing as it was, has renewed Jesusô spirit and 
given him all that he needs to continue on to the Cross. Then, on the third day, the sleepers will 
awaken and world will be renewed. It all proceeds from those transforming moments of prayer in the

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From Our Associate Priest  

 

Several of you have with loving concern asked me if the raising of new money that brought youth 
and music ministries back in line raised my half time status back to 3/4 time status as well. One of 
you offered to raise money to continue a certain ministry. Another of you actually gave me cash to 
continue to put fuel in my car. (That cash will go into my discretionary account.) I have always  
considered myself as full time clergy regardless of my status on the books, because I believe this is 
my calling at this point in my life. Your affirmation has helped me to view my ministry not as a  
fantasy but as one of value. I am grateful for that. 
 

Having said that, when the finance committee was wrestling with St. Timôs budget limitations, I  
suggested that I be reduced to half time both to accommodate the budget, but also because I have 
needed to attend to a couple of compelling family issues in the near future. However, when things 
ease up on the home front, I do hope to return to 3/4 or full time status later on. 
 

The biggest change this brings is that the responsibility for coordination pastoral care will return to 
Michael. What half time status looks like in regard to Adult Faith Formation is bringing Moms and 
Tiny Tims and Wednesday Study Brunch to a close the end of April. Womenôs Retreat and  
Spirituality Committee will plan retreats for the year in my absence. Wind Crest services will be  
suspended. Adult Forum will be conducted by the one giving the sermon on Sundays, with the  
exception of a number of special programs that will be announced and presented throughout the 
year. I will not attend most nighttime meetings including Vestry. Web and Marketing will continue to 
be on my radar all summer. 
 

BUT programs will resume again full time in September. During the summer I will be preaching once 
a month as before, check in for staff meetings, and fill in for Michael when he is on vacation in July 
and cover for him on other occasions when he is out of town. Otherwise I will not be available for 
blocks of time during the summer. 
 

I am so grateful for the love showered on me by the folks of St. Timôs, and that you have made  
possible this brief change of schedule. I look forward to a fall season full tilt!  ALREADY! we have 
some very special plans in the works. Stay tuned.  And (I) we know that you are Christians by your

The next thing I found out last night, and itôs about the woman who was in the paper.  Sheôs doing 
well!!!  Becky Jones found her and talked with her.  She has housing and is going to school to be a 
Morticianôs helper (yeah, well, thatôs cool, I guessé.anyway, sheôs doing fine now). 
 

Several of us have been going to St. Clareôs Supper on Tuesday nights and have been welcomed.  
Father Michael went one week and played the piano in the dining room while people were eating.  
They loved it!!  Weôve gotten to know the people there and enjoy it.  We want to continue this  
ministry and plan to go twice a month.  Iôll keep you posted and if you want to go just let me know.  
They loved the cookies too!!  
 

The last thing I want to tell you about is my upcoming trip to the desert.  I will be joining a group 
called ñNo More Deathsò.  I will meet them in Tucson and we will walk the border and stash water 
along the migrant trails.  We will also go into Nogales and work in a clinic.  The border issue is  
appalling.  Desperate people attempt to cross the desert totally unprepared and they die.  I donôt  
pretend to have any answers to the issue, but I am very concerned about the people involved.  Any-
way, Iôm going April 8

th
 to April 11

th
.  Thatôs not very long, but itôs something.

At the Annual meeting we presented a new vision of the Junior Wardenôs role, which was developed 
over a period of months by the Vestry. Coordination of facility maintenance and supervision of  
contractors are now part of Lindsay Leamanôs responsibilities as Parish Administrator. Iôll be helping 
to identify members with gifts to offer in those areas, so that we wonôt be calling on the same  
volunteers all the time. 

  

New Junior Warden Whitney Thomas will be responsible for coordinating the Vestryôs actions in  
ulfilling goals they set, such as completing the first stage of website improvements and beginning a 
marketing effort to improve the visibility of the church. But his initial area of focus will be developing 
a Property Committee to oversee our facilities.

This will include identifying safety concerns, 
developing a long-term maintenance plan, organizing work days, coordinating remodeling of  
facilities, studying how to make us more environmentally sustainable, and setting priorities for a  
future capital campaign. This committee will advise the Vestry in making decisions about facilities, 
especially funding needs. 

  

I 
want to emphasize that serving on this committee does not require hands-on maintenance skills, but 
rather the ability to work together in a group to evaluate our needs and make plans for the future.

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Foundations of Anglican Unity  

 

Last December the Episcopal Diocese of Los Angeles elected two Suffragen (Assisting) Bishops, 
Rev. Canon Diane Jardine Bruce and Rev. Mary Douglas Glasspool. Both of these women are  
experienced, well-qualified priests, but Glasspoolôs election has been controversial due to her  
longstanding relationship with life partner Becki Sander.  

 

Once a diocese (meaning a regional jurisdictionðours is the entire state of Colorado) has elected a 
bishop, consent must be obtained from a majority of the other 100+ dioceses and their bishops. This 
process has just been completed, and the consecration of Revs. Bruce and Glasspool will take place 
on May 15. 

 

The reaction to the 2003 consecration of Bishop Gene Robinson in New Hampshire is well known, 
and many concerns have been raised about the implications of this latest development. In January I 
presented a program describing the background of this election, exploring the traditional foundations 
of unity in the Anglican Communion, and briefly looking at recent events. Iôm working on a written 
version of that presentation, which will be available soon.  

 

The single most important question in this controversy is the interpretation of scripture. Traditionally 
we affirm that the Bible is ñthe rule and ultimate standard of faithò (BCP p. 877), but receiving  
guidance on moral questions is not a simple matter. The Bible is a collection of more than fifty 
books, written thousands of years ago in a culture very different from ours. We need to make an  
effort in order to take advantage of its wisdom. 

 

Last spring I developed a program exploring the interpretation of scripture called ñThe Bible as Our 
Moral Compass.ò At St. Timothyôs two groups of people explored the traditional Anglican method of 
engaging with scripture and then applied it to a series of moral questions, including same gender 
sexual relationships. Numerous participants reported how much they enjoyed learning more about 
using the Bible, and people with opposite ñpoliticalò viewpoints listened respectfully to each other 
and learned together. 

 

Since then Iôve presented parts of this program to our regional clergy group and at last fallôs  
diocesan convention. In January people asked me to offer it again, which I will do later this month. 
On Saturday morning, April 24 and Sunday afternoon, April 25, weôll gather in Room 8 to go through 
this process again. Please attend if you can, and most importantly, come with an open heart, ready 
to be led by Godôs Word. I promise that this workshop will be a safe place for everyone, regardless 
of your background or viewpoints.

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Origins of Sunday Worship  

 

Did you ever wonder how our Sunday services came to be the way they are? Whatôs the origin of 
the elements and sequence of our liturgy?  

 

In the past century Biblical scholars have discovered some remarkable documents from the early 
church communities. Justin Martyr was a Christian leader in Rome, a little more than a hundred 
years after the death of Jesus. He wrote an extended treatise to the Emperor to explain the myster-
ies of the faith, including as an afterthought a section describing weekly worship: 

 

ñon the day called Sunday, all who live in cities or in the country gather together to one 
place, and the memoirs of the apostles or the writings of the prophets are read, as long as 
time permits; then, when the reader has ceased, the president verbally instructs, and ex-
horts to the imitation of these good things. Then we all rise together and pray, andé when 
our prayer is ended, bread and wine and water are brought, and the president in like man-
ner offers prayers and thanksgivings, according to his ability, and the people assent, say-
ing Amen; and there is a distribution to each, and a participation of that over which thanks 
have been given, and to those who are absent a portion is sent by the deacons. And they 
who are well to do, and willing, give what each thinks fit; and what is collected is deposited 
with the presidentéò  (First Apology of Justin Martyr, chapter 67) 

 

The incredible gift of this document is that it tells us exactly how this group of early Christians wor-
shiped on Sunday, and itôs no accident that it describes the order of our worship today. In an effort to 
faithfully ñDo this for the remembrance of me,ò the compilers of the 1979 Book of Common Prayer 
followed Justinôs observations almost exactly.  

 

People gather, Scripture is read, the Presider verbally instructs the people, prayers are offered. 
Then thanks are given over the bread and wine, after which the people partake of the sacrament 
and a portion is set aside for those who are absent. Finally an offering is presented, of ñwhat each 
thinks fit.ò 

 

Do you see that when we come together on Sunday weôre following a very ancient tradition? If a Ro-
man Christian from 1900 years ago was somehow dropped into our midst, they wouldnôt understand 
the language, but our actions would be completely familiar.  

 

On every Sunday of every year and decade and century, Christians have carried on this tradition 
and offered it to the next generation. Our worship means nothing less than responding to the sacred 
command given to the first apostles, ñDo this for the remembrance of me.ò

The Ministry of Presence  provided St. Clareôs Tuesday Night Supper with 150 cookies each week 
and 8 additional volunteers sharing hospitality with approximately 150 guests. 

 

The $25.00 Challenge  netted $69. The $25.00 Is significant because that is the average amount 
those who participate in the Food Assistance Program (formerly known as Food Stamps) receive per 
week per person for food. It is a real challenge to actually survive and eat healthfully on that amount 
but there is assistance on the government website that has suggested menus and recipes. Thank 
you to those of you who were mindful of those who struggle to provide good nutrition for their  
families. The proceeds from the Wednesday Soup Supper ($177.00) will be combined with the 
ñChallengeò donations to purchase needed items at SFC & IFCS. 

 

Encounter Christ in the Garden ï a fledgling ministry at St. Timothyôs has 10 willing volunteers to 
assist in creating a vegetable garden for the benefit of local food pantries. Marsha Heron has agreed 
to coordinate this effort and will be delighted to include all who are interested in supporting this  
ministry. 

 

Special thanks to Barry Schwarz, George and Jane Fosdick, and Rex Nelson for their faithful service 

delivering the non-perishable food and donations to Interfaith . 

   Nan Fullerton on behalf of the Outreach Committee 
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 St. Timothyôs supports many organizations both internationally and 
here in the community. The Outreach committee has decided to feature one or two of these organi-
zations regularly in The Epistle.  This month the focus is on the Colorado Haiti Project and Interfaith 
Community Services. 

 

The Colorado Haiti Project (CHP), a dream of Colorado priests, Father Dayle Casey and Father Ed 
Morgan and Haitian Episcopal Priest Father Octave LaFontant, was founded on isolated land with 
very little water in 1989.  In the early years volunteers from Colorado came to Haiti to clear land, dig 
wells, and build temporary shelter for the church and school.  As time passed the CHP grew to work 
with a variety of projects in Haiti. St. Timôs member, Helen Breyfogle, was ready to travel to Haiti as 
part of a medical mission Team. She was scheduled to leave two days after the earthquake hit, and 
was not able to go. When she receives a new date for travel, she looks forward to assisting in Petit 
Trou de Nippes, Haiti. 

The mission of the CHP is to ñshare Christôs love, through partnership with our brothers and sisters 
in Haiti, to improve the human condition.ò  Episcopal churches across Colorado and private individu-
als and foundations donate to this project which  works with the Haitian community leadership to 
help provide education, vocational training, health care, and nutrition in this area.  This non-profit or-
ganization gives aid to people who are some of Haitiôs poorest, living in a rural area about 80 miles 
west of Port-au-Prince. In this environment the CHP works to help develop all factors a community 
needs to be healthy and self-sufficient 

 

 Inter-Faith Community Services began in 1964 when founder Maida Navis and leaders from the 
area , one of whom was our own Jane Fosdick, realized there were working poor, indigent and 
homebound elderly in South Metro Denver who needed help.  It began as a program to meet the ba-
sic needs of people---food, clothing and shelter.  Today it has become the largest emergency and 
continual support system in the south area.  Inter-Faithôs philosophy is ña hand up, not a hand out,ò 
and the services it provides help the clients move toward self-sufficiency and success.  Inter-Faith 
runs its programs with donations from individuals, service organizations, schools, churches, founda-
tions, and federal and local grants.  Its volunteers put in thousands of hours organizing the food, 
clothing, and household items that the organization receives in donations from the community. 

One of Inter-Faith best-known services is its food bank.  The weekly food baskets collected at St. 
Tims help to supply the food bank.  Also personal items for clients can be donated at any time down-
stairs at St. Tims  just inside the doors.  The food bank also needs plastic grocery bags for their cli-
ents.  These also may be left inside the downstairs doors. 

Inter-Faithôs mission is to provide basic human services and enrichment programs for low-income 
people.  It serves the people of Centennial, Englewood, Glendale, Highlands Ranch, Littleton, Lone 
Tree, Sheridan, and unincorporated Arapahoe County.

$1130.25 on purchases of $23,625. THANK YOU!   Many of you have given it a try and become 
ñregularsò thereafter.  It is indeed habit forming. 

 

Special Note to Target Shoppers and Fuel Point Users:  

When Super Target opened, we lost some regular customers.  Now we have found a way to support 
the church and shop at Target.  Hereôs how to do it:  Purchase either a Safeway or King Soopers 
grocery card.  Then you go to King Soopers and pick out a Target Card.  Go to the Service desk, 
swipe your Shoppers card, and pay for the Target card with a King Soopers card you purchased at 
church.  You will get fuel points for the grocery card, as well as fuel points for the Target card, end-
ing up with double points . If your credit card rewards you with points for gasoline purchase you get 
these in addition to the fuel points from the grocery card.  

 

We have not purchased any gift cards at Safeway, so we donôt know if you get double points there 
too, but we know that you will at least get fuel points equal to the value of the grocery card you are 
trading in.  This system works with any gift cards that the particular store sells that are purchased 
with store gift cards.
