The relationship between the Episcopal Church and the worldwide Anglican Communion has been
the subject of many internet postings and newspaper articles.

On May 20,
Colorado delegates to the General Convention will discuss the major issues before them this sum-
mer and listen to our comments.

We often hear “sound bites” about the Episcopal Church without knowing the complete stories be-
hind them. Please take advantage of these opportunities to learn more about important issues.
Participants will be introduced to websites where you can follow up in more detail on the discus-
sions.

Pardon Our Dust

If you’ve been downstairs in the church recently you will have noticed construction work in progress
and piles of “stuff” migrating from place to place. Our new nursery opened on Easter Sunday, to the
delight of Andrea and the families who use it. The new room is bright and beautiful and right in the
heart of the action downstairs. If you haven’t peeked in yet, please do - I’'m sure you’ll be pleased.

The former nursery complex is starting to take shape as our new Youth Center. The rooms opening
onto the playground have been temporarily set up with couches and tables - already those spaces
are larger than their previous room. An incredible sorting enterprise has begun, with usable materi-
als being stored temporarily and garage sale items piling up. The Sunday School work/storage room
across from the kitchen is also taking shape.

As the youth group begins to live in its new space they will discover what its final shape will be.
None of the interior walls in the Youth Center are load-bearing, and most of them will be removed
this summer. Thanks to an anonymous gift from one of our members, materials will be purchased to
bring the facility into usable condition. We expect that this project will take a period of time (and pos-
sibly more funding) to bring to a finished state.

I've promised not to publicly thank Youth Director Shanda Velisek, but rather to focus on the dozens
of volunteers she has mobilized to construct the nursery, sort through piles of “stuff,” and begin the
renovation of the Youth Center. An article on page three names many of these people, and we are
so grateful for their efforts. It's a “Loaves and Fishes” story right in our midst - switching these pro-
gram facilities to end up with a much nicer nursery and three times the space for our youth program.

Summary of April 28, 2009 St. Timothy’s Vestry Meeting

Father Michael reported that beginning Wednesday, May 6" there will be a three week discussion
series on the Anglican Communion. Planning has begun for a men’s retreat, tentatively scheduled
for October 9-11, 2009. Also, he has been asked to lead a discussion on the “Bible as a Moral Com-
pass” for the next clergy conference.

Michael and Senior Warden Bob Fullerton have begun to work with the newly formed Technology
Committee. This group will work with the various systems at St. Timothy’s in an effort to improve
their effectiveness.

Associate Rector Sandy Blake is continuing to develop her job description, with her focus on
preaching & celebrating, pastoral care coordination, staff and parish communications, and enhanc-
ing Saint Timothy’s website. Sandy will also meet with the Women’s Retreat Committee soon to dis-
cuss future plans.

Senior Warden Bob Fullerton reported that Saint Timothy’s has been asked to participate with four
or five other local churches to establish a soup kitchen in the Littleton area. The program would be
run out of the First Presbyterian Church in Littleton and will not require any monetary commitment on
the part of Saint Timothy’s. Bob also updated his progress on establishing a Legacy Society at Saint
Timothy’s.

Junior Warden Jeff Spahr reported that the recently held parish workday was very successful. Jeff
is researching the possibility of adding solar panels to the church to assist with our energy needs.

Treasurer Jeff Rudolph reported on the first quarter financials, ending March 30. As was expected
(based on past years’ revenues and expenses), pledges lag behind, but increased during the month
of March. Expenses are within budget. The Vestry, on an 8-3 vote, has authorized Jerry King to re-
apply to the Standing Committee for a $50,000 Line of Credit. This will only be used in case of an
unforeseen emergency.

| often hear people in the congregation wishing that they could understand what mission trip
is like for our youth. Over the last few months a number of youth have written about what the mis-
sion experience is like for them. | hope you have enjoyed getting to know a few of our youth by read-
ing about their experiences. Here are just a few more thoughts from our youth. Please keep all 43
mission participants in your prayers. Shanda Velisek

When | went on my first mission trip, | was a small and naive 14 year old. I'd left my suburb before to
go on family vacations, where the only work | was required to do consisted of squirting sunscreen on
my hand and proceeding to rub it on my face and arms. | was familiar with the trips; my sister, three
years older, had been on a few before | was old enough to go. | walked around the silent auction,
went to the barbeque right before the group’s departure, and saw her pictures of her trip when she
came home. But | still wasn’t sure what to expect when | signed up the beginning of my eighth grade
year. So | collected my items for the auction, | went to the pancake dinners, | was, for the first time, a
participant and not a spectator at the barbeque, and | was a nervous wreck. Would | get along with
my work crew? Would my resident accept us into his or her home?

We arrived in Tampa, welcomed with the mugginess we Coloradoans are lucky enough to not ex-
perience on a regular basis. We finally arrived at the school we stayed at and | knew no amount an-
ecdotes from Shanda or my sister had prepared me for the week. Hundreds of youth from around
the country gathered for one common purpose: serving our Lord. | met with my work crew, too shy to
say much more than was expected of me and anticipated meeting our resident. When we arrived at
the apartment and began work, | was shocked. | hadn’'t encountered poverty like that before and |
didn’t know what to make of it. However, as my crew and | toiled through the week, | acquire a
sense of purpose and appreciation for the work we were doing. Not only did | obtain a greater under-
standing of self and the world outside my bubble, | grew closer to the youth group. How could | not?
With ten to fifteen girls cramped in one room it was inevitable. | had grown-up conversations with
Shanda, grew closer to those | knew in addition to those I'd never talked to before. And | loved every
minute of it.

That trip was four years ago and | haven’t missed one since. Each mission is completely different
with the people who go, the friends | make, the houses | fix, and yet each mission is the same in its
purpose. This fall, I'm heading out to Boston for college and the trip to Ashland, Montana will be my
last. Mission has been such an integral part of my life and | can’t imagine not stressing about how
many items to bring for the silent auction or deciding what to pack the night before. I've grown so
much throughout these years and | can attribute most of it to my experiences on mission. | can’t wait
to grow a little more.

= This month’s recipes are particularly special. Many of you may not know that
Hassell Wright wrote a column for the Sentinel Newspaper years ago. These
recipes came from the July 13, 1977 issue and were given to me by Doris Cruze -
on the original newspaper from which came the header below. | have also
excerpted a bit of the column - | am sure you can appreciate it.

“I've never like horror movies, so | don’t know much about monsters. But I'm learning fast. And my
teacher is a humongous zucchini squash plant which is relentlessly creeping across our patio and
little garden with an impersonal perseverance that is sort of bone chilling. The leaves are meat plat-
ter size, and the zucchini are growing so fast they outrun the bugs which usually enjoy munching in
our plot. When we set out the plants we had the usual day dreams about beautiful plants and
succulent vegetables and imagined the relaxing evening on the patio as we sat by our fertile plot and
contemplated delicious meals. But now when we sit beside our garden, we edge further and further
away from the zucchini. It’s hard to relax around it. My mind is continually groping with new zucchini
recipes. It's like we have a $6 million zucchini with incredible reproduction powers. In desperation on
the Fourth of July, | made up a new zucchini casserole recipe, because | couldn’t find exactly what |
wanted in any cookbook. (It is printed below) But, plagued as we are with zucchini squash, | feel
rather smug when | contemplate the plight of an acquaintance.

Whipped up into a fervor by last year’s seed catalogs, our friend grew both pumpkins and zucchini.
And...practical fellow that he is...he decided to keep the seeds from the best of the crop last fall. He
dried the seeds properly and carefully preserved them during the winter months. Unfortunately, the
zucchini elves took things into their own hands sometime during the winter. They switched the
pumpkin and zucchini | seeds. So this spring our friend innocently planted what he thought were 14
pumpkins seeds and two zucchini seeds. Of course, you've already guessed what happened. Our
friend is now coping with 14 zucchini plants and two pumpkin plants. He’s started his own Green
Revolution out in his corner of the metropolitan area. “

Zucchini Casserole

1 tsp basil 1/2 tsp rosemary 1/2 cup olive oil
2 cans stewed tomatoes 3 tbls cornstarch 1/2 cup parmesan cheese
1 green pepper, chopped 1 large onion chopped 2 cloves garlic, crushed

3/4 cup Italian flavored bread crumbs.

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Heat the contents of the two cans of stewed tomatoes. Meanwhile, mix the 3 tablespoons cornstarch
with a small amount of water. When the tomatoes are boiling, stir in the cornstarch and cook until
thickened. Chop the unpeeled zucchini into 1/2 inch cubes. Mix with the spices, the onion, garlic,
olive oil, green pepper, and cheese. Place in large greased casserole. Top with the bread crumbs.
Bake uncovered at 350 degrees for 45 minutes.

Zucchini Bread

3 eggs 1/2 cup oll 1 cup sugar 3 cups flour
1 tsp vanilla 1 tsp salt 1 tsp baking soda 3 tsp cinnamon
1/4 tsp baking powder 1/2 cup chopped nuts 2 cups peeled, grated zucchini

Beat the eggs together. Continue beating while adding rest of ingredients. Pour into a greased bread
pan and bake at 325 degrees. For 50 to 60 minutes or until a toothpick inserted in center comes out
clean.

(Doris says this is her favorite Zucchini Bread recipe, and she uses it all the time!) Please keep the
recipes coming - this is your column. Perhaps all of you who made soup could send in the recipes -
we did that at my church and it was a big hit!

Grocery Gift Cards

Since we all have to go to the grocery store at one time or another, please con-
sider giving the grocery cards a try. It doesn’t cost you an extra penny and it
benefits the church.

The Grocery Gift Card is like a cash card. St. Tim’'s purchases cards at a discount from the store
(5% from King Soopers and Sunflower, 4% from Safeway). We sell the cards at face value, thus net-
ting a return of the discount for our treasury.

Summary of February 24, 2009 Saint Timothy’s Vestry Meeting

1 The supplemental pledge drive was very successful, exceeding our goal with over $35,000 being
raised. This includes the $10,000 challenge gift, with the remaining $25,935 coming from the parish.
This was accomplished through receipt of new pledges, as well as increases in current pledges.

1 The majority of the Finance Committee recommended that the budget previously submitted by
the Vestry be approved as it was written, maintaining the cuts that were made to balance the
budget; a minority of the committee disagreed, arguing that $4,000 be added back into the budget. A
very lengthy discussion ensued among the Vestry members. A motion was made to add $1,000
back into the budget, to be used for Youth programs. The motion died after no second was made.
A motion was then made to adopt the budget as presented with no additional expenditures. The
motion was seconded, and passed on a 4-3 vote, with a show of hands.

1 More than 60 people attended the recent youth retreat, with great support from the adult leader-
ship team. The theme centered around a commitment to Christ, using the Baptismal Covenant as a
platform. The Youth Room/Nursery relocation project is moving forward. A suggestion was made to
clean up and paint the existing Sunday school classrooms.

1 The recently held sessions examining the church’s “moral compass” as it relates to current
events facing the church was successful, with good attendance and mutual respect for differing
views. St. Timothy’s has received a request to provide space to AARP, allowing that organization to
offer their program of free tax assistance to seniors starting in 2010.

1 Sandy is updating the St. Timothy’s website with the assistance of Carla Max and Mickey Jack-
son. The recently held Women’s retreat was very successful. Sandy and the committee hope to
keep the fellowship going, and continue to offer programs for the women of St. Tim’s.

1 Senior Warden Bob Fullerton reported that the annual meeting went well, but the attendance
seemed to be lower than in the past. Bob also mentioned that 37 people responded to the survey
distributed at the Annual Meeting, with a variety of offers to provide assistance to the church. Bob
reported that an orientation session held for the new Vestry members, conducted by Bob, Michael
and outgoing members of the Vestry, was very helpful and informative.

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1 The church received an unsolicited offer to buy the stream of revenues from our T-Mobile con-
tract. The finance committee felt that the offer was too low and should not be accepted. Bob con-
cluded with reporting that an offer has been made from a CPA to conduct a free audit of St. Timo-
thy’s finances. Jerry King will follow-up on this offer.

1 Revenues are not off to a great start, with a $10,936 deficit for the first month of 2009. Finances
are following a pattern from previous years, with pledges lagging behind. Fortunately, expenses
were low in January.

1 The Vestry Retreat will be held on Sunday, March 22. The purpose of the retreat will be to iden-
tify action steps deriving from the recently adopted purpose statement, as well as identifying goals
for 2009.

Summary of March 22, 2009 Vestry Retreat

1 Father Michael began our discussion by asking us to share our thoughts on what we are looking
forward to in the future, either in our personal lives, or as it relates to St. Timothy’s. Senior Warden
Bob Fullerton then began a discussion of St. Timothy’s Purpose Statement, which was adopted by
the Vestry in the fall of 2008: St. Timothy’s embraces all people with the love of Jesus through
joyful worship rooted in tradition, ministries for all generations and reaching out to those in
need.

1 Over thirty ideas were brainstormed on how to give life to the purpose statement. This list will be
organized, refined and prioritized as the Vestry proceeds with this process.

1 Father Michael then led the Vestry in a discussion of “Sizing Up a Congregation”. The models
shown depict churches of varying sizes, with St. Timothy’s most closely resembling that of the Pro-
gram Church, with a weekly average attendance of 150-350 members. Under this model, “the priest
and church staff will be delegating more responsibility and authority to the laity.” Using this model as
a reference, along with the Purpose Statement, the Vestry, along with the staff, clergy, and ministry
leaders, will develop goals for the 2009-2010 program year. It is hoped that there will be a rough
draft completed in time for the Bishop’s visit on June 7, 2009.

1 Father Michael reviewed a list of his previously developed goals for the 2008/2009 program year,
several of which were accomplished, including the hiring of an Associate Priest, the implementation
of the Children’s Chapel, and development of staff goals. Upon his hiring, a contract was signed re-
quiring a Mutual Ministry Review be completed each year. The Vestry, along with an “agreed upon
third party” will conduct this review at a time to be determined. This will be the first opportunity for
such a review to be completed at Saint Timothy’s.

Summary of March 24, 2009 Vestry Meeting

1 Michael announced the Diocese of Colorado was successful in their lawsuit versus Grace and
Saint Stephens Church in Colorado Springs. The congregation was ordered to vacate the building
by the judge, who determined the church to be the property of the diocese, not the current inhabi-
tants.

1 The Lenten series is going well and Michael is pleased the staff has participated in leading the
sessions in such an engaging manner.

1 Hats off to Shanda Velisek, Alice Young, Bill O'Melia, Cliff Gagnon, Carla Max and numerous
other adults and youth, for their efforts in constructing the new nursery. It is scheduled to open for
the Easter morning 10 am service. Alice Young and crew have done an amazing job sorting through

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piles of “stuff” for Christian Ed, the Youth Center, etc., much of which was discarded. Shanda’s old
office is now a storage and work space for Christian Ed.

1 Bob will be meeting with the Colorado Episcopal Foundation on March 25, 2009 at the Diocese.
He will be inquiring about the Legacy Society and how to build momentum behind the project, as
well as learning about other services they offer.

1 Jeff Spahr reported that the ceiling tiles and carpet for the new nursery will cost about $400. Half
will come from the maintenance budget and half from the Youth Room fund. $600.00 has been
spent YTD on building maintenance, including the purchase of swamp cooler parts, light bulbs and
ceiling tiles. The lawn maintenance contract pricing for 2009 came in at the same price as last year,
so the same company will be used this summer. Jeff will e-mail Mason Whitney with the Office of
Homeland Security about getting our church building classified for emergency shelter use. A repre-
sentative from Sunspot Solar will meet Jeff to determine how we may be able to use solar and wind
power to our benefit, reducing utility costs.

1 The February offerings were much better than January. Although offerings are down $16,000
versus budget, expenses are also $8,000 below the budgeted amount, thereby leaving an $8,000
deficit. March offerings look good with two Sundays remaining.

1 A question was raised at the March Finance Committee meeting about the amount we have on
hand in reserves for unforeseen expenses. The standard is to have enough in reserves to cover 6
months of operating expenses. We currently have enough reserves on hand to cover about 3-4
weeks of operating expenses. It was suggested we urge members to keep their pledges current, but
even if pledges stay current, there isn’t any money allocated in the budget for emergency expendi-
tures.

1 Due to the low level of reserves, the Vestry discussed the possibility of reapplying to the Stand-
ing Committee for a $50,000 line of credit with use of the money only if there are expenses or loss of
income that could not have been foreseen when the budget was adopted. LOC use must be ap-
proved by 8 members of the Vestry, and there must be a payback plan in place prior to approval to
draw upon the LOC. Jerry said the likelihood of needing to use the LOC to be about 10%. All details
regarding the possible acquisition of an LOC will be prepared in writing for April’s Vestry meeting.

1 Michael and Shanda have identified the need for an additional adult to staff the nursery on a part-
time basis to meet requirements of the Diocese. (This would be in addition to the adult and youth
currently in the nursery on Sundays) The nursery has been averaging 4 to 9 infants and toddlers on
any given Sunday, with more infants about to enter nursery care in the near future. The Vestry
unanimously approved $750 from the matching fund reserves to cover the additional caregiver
hourly wage, and authorized Michael and Shanda to work out arrangements to fill the position.

1 Bob Fullerton prepared a draft paper concerning fund-raising and facility use, which was distrib-
uted at the meeting. Michael would like more detailed guidance from the Vestry about these issues,
so he can deal fairly with groups in the church, while maintaining compliance with the policies.
There was a general feeling among Vestry members that how we use our building should lean to-
wards generating visibility and income for St. Tim’s by pulling people in from the surrounding com-
munity. A sub-committee was formed to further detail the draft paper, consisting of Bob Fullerton,
Michael Carney, Ann Pontius, and Nancy van Hall.

« We discussed the need for an IT Advisory Committee, given the many hours of time Jerry King
put in fixing the e-mail system that collapsed back in January. In the short term Vestry members ap-
proved using money already allocated for computer needs in the budget, for an IT consultant. Jerry
has found a consultant who will be a good fit for our needs. Long-term needs involve shoring up or
replacing computer equipment and software. The Vestry approved the formation of an IT Advisory
Committee, convened by Michael, with members possibly coming from the Parish Talent Survey.
