
  

 

 

 

Recently I read a newspaper article about the increasing number of churches who are renting space 
in movie theaters on Sundays mornings. One pastor described the amount of money his 
congregation was saving and how much people enjoy the experience. I‟m glad they find that helpful 
and I‟m grateful it‟s not us.  

 

There‟s no question that being responsible for a building like ours is not a simple matter. In addition 
to making mortgage payments, maintaining the facilities is a constant challenge and making 
improvements a real stretch. After only a few months of working together, Junior Warden Whitney 
Thomas and Administrator Lindsay Leaman are becoming excellent maintenance coordinators. 
Dozens of people help out, and we‟re developing a Property Committee for long-term management.  

 

It‟s also exciting to see the improvements that have taken place over the past few years, as meeting 
rooms, offices and bathrooms have been redecorated, a beautiful new nursery created, and all our 
roofs replaced. Now we‟re involved in several long-awaited projects: the transformation of the 
narthex, construction of a community garden, and the first steps toward the development of our 
youth center. How can we do all this in a time of scarce financial resources? Because God has 
inspired and energized us to take advantage of opportunities to better fulfill our mission as a church.  

 

These projects are not just for our own enjoyment. A little over a year ago Bob Fullerton led our 
Vestry in developing a policy which encouraged the use of our facilities by community groups. In 
order to be of use and to get more people through our doors, we decided not to charge rent but 
simply to invite donations. The result has been amazing, as building use has increased a great deal. 
Best of all, every group has been friendly and responsible, with no damage or difficulties.  

 

Alcoholics Anonymous groups meet here and the Denver Bronze (an excellent bell choir) practices 
weekly. Hearts@Home home schooling cooperative gathers quarterly and the St. Francis Center 
Board has retreats. Meals are cooked at least monthly for the House of Hope and a large Rug 
Braiders group gathers on Saturday mornings. The Littleton Homeless Initiative, local homeowners 
associations, and the Audubon Society Board meet periodically. Lifeline Screening is conducted 
yearly and the Littleton Chorale will hold its Christmas concert here. We are about to become 
sponsors of a Boy Scout troop which is being displaced from its current home.

Even with Easter behind us, this spring has been a busy one at your church.  Thank you to the 
group of gardening enthusiasts who have worked on making the community garden a reality!  Much 
time has been spent planning, building the garden‟s chain link fence, cutting sod, trenching for a wa-
ter supply, building raised beds and starting vegetables from seed.  The produce from the garden 
will used to feed the hungry, or sold with the money raised to be used for local agencies serving 
those who are less fortunate. 

 

Last month, the Vestry voted to welcome Boy Scout Troop 114 to Saint Timothy‟s.  The troop cur-
rently meets at Grace Presbyterian Church on Arapahoe Road, but since the church is moving to a 
new location in Highlands Ranch, the troop is looking for a new meeting location closer to where the 
scouts live.  While a number of transitional issues remain to be worked out, the target date for the 
move to St. Tim‟s is June 7.  The scouts will be using the Fellowship Hall every Monday night. 

 

Recently, the Vestry established a marketing committee to be more purposeful and focused in ad-
dressing issues of church growth.  The committee has met twice so far, and is looking at website im-
provements, the demographics of the surrounding community and social networking options for 
communications with younger families with children.  If you are interested in joining the work of this 
important committee, please let me know. 

 

Don‟t miss the youth mission trip silent auction on May 15!  Also coming up is a church work day on 
May 22-and be sure to take a break from work long enough to enjoy our spring plant sale on May 22
-23! 

 

Last but not least, thank you to the Denver Water Board for donating 13 new low flow pressure as-
sisted toilets to our church at no cost just before Easter!  Thanks also to the Mile High Youth Corps 
for installing the toilets, again at no cost to St. Tim‟s.  These toilets will help keep our water usage 
low for years to come.

Hello Friends, 

This month I want to tell you about the Homelessness Task Force that has been in operation since 
last December.  We have met several times and are getting closer to pinning down our goals.  We 
meet at St. Tim‟s at 9:30 on a Thursday morning if anyone wants to join us.  Our next meeting will be 
on May 20

th
 (unless someone objects).   

 

We‟ve been researching and discussing the existing situation and how things are being addressed in 
this area.  We‟ve discovered that the face of homelessness is slightly different in our area in that 
there are fewer “chronic homeless”, but quite a lot of “temporary homeless” or “homeless employed” 
situations in the southern tier.  There are governmental and non-profit entities in existence, but  
people don‟t know how to access them.  We would like to incorporate the faith based community and 
develop a total partnership to create solutions to the challenges of homelessness.  One way would 
be to try to develop a “clearing house” of services or a “one stop”.  

 

We are in the process of inviting representatives of other churches in our area to come to our meet-
ings and also connecting with the directors of Human Services in Douglas, Arapahoe and Jefferson 
Counties.  There was a Regional Dialogue on Homelessness meeting recently which was attended 
by some of our members as well.  Some of the things that came out of that meeting were the need 
to develop a comprehensive plan for emergency homelessness situations,  the need to develop 
more preventive measures, and the need to create an ongoing group to create a data base of  
services…(this may be where we come in).  So things are progressing.  We‟ve been doing a lot of 
brainstorming, but may be at the point of actually DOING something!!! 

 

Please give some thought to joining this task force on a Thursday morning if you can.  The more 
people we have involved, the more we may be able to do.

As many of you may have noticed we have a new shed at St. Timothy‟s. This project could not have 
happened without Bill O‟Melia, OMAC Construction, Ann and Whitney Thomas, Michael Carney, and 
Carla Max. Over the next couple of weeks we will be getting the shed painted and we will move all of 
our supplies out of the youth center space and into the shed. This is just stage 1 of the project. 
 

When we first moved to Dry Creek I was sure that we needed to have some sort of on-going ministry 
to Arapahoe High School. I talked about a coffee house and opening our space to Arapahoe during 
the school day. When Michael arrived at St. Tims he felt we were called to do this as well and  
began to think about how it could work. He was able to help me see what was holding us back; and 
much of that was the space that we had. It was too small for the youth we currently have. About 1 ½ 
years ago we began to think about moving spaces with the nursery, which was completed last April.  
 

The new nursery has been a huge blessing and we have seen our nursery numbers triple over the 
last year. We believe it is in part due to the welcoming space for our young families.  
 

After the nursery was done I have been kind of stuck with our next step. We began to see that if we 
use a lot of that space for storage then we would quickly out grow it. So we started with the shed. I 
have been excited about the shed but unsure about our next steps until just about a week ago.  
 

Many of you may have heard about the tragic year Arapahoe High School has had this year; they 
have been faced with many suicides and attempts. The number is much higher than the other 
schools are seeing in our area. I felt like we needed to go to the school and be a presence there. So 
on April 18

th 
 Sr High youth group sat on the lawn and talked and then we did a prayer walk around 

the school.  
 

I walked away from that night knowing that the time was right to start the youth center. So here we 
go!!! Let‟s all take a leap of faith and build the youth center and serve Arapahoe High School. 
 

We will need all sorts of help! We need people who can follow directions, people who can paint, 
electricians, plumbers, donors, people who can pray, and more. If you feel called to help please  
contact Shanda at shanda.velisek@sttims.net or Michael at michael@sttims.net.

The Youth Corps employs 
young people and teaches them not only the job skills, but also how to organize and lead.  

We are appreciative to both Denver Water and the Youth Corps for helping us to “go green” where 
our water usage is concerned!

When I was younger every summer for ever since I can remember I had to watch my mom, dad, and 
brother go off on a trip for ten or so days without me and my sister. this was always hard for me and 
her because we got to hear about the great stories for the next two months so after hearing all these 
things about the “ mission trips” only hearing these stories of fun I thought I couldn‟t go wrong.  

Going into my freshman year I signed up. I have now been on three mission trips so signing up for a 
fourth for me was no question. After the three years of great experience I have seen what a great  
difference helping someone with their house I have had many different experiences during my trips. 

 On my first mission trip I was only going to be a freshman in high school so I took more of the back  
seat not only because of my age, but because of my inexperience with roofing. By the end of this trip 
I had strengthen my relationship with God; also my confidence as a growing young teenager. On my 
second trip I was much more confidence going into the project, I was excited and ready to go. I was 
learning that I was a good leader many other teens would come and ask me questions on what to 
do. Me a leader? I was really unsure why I had been chosen as the role. However God knew that 
this was a good role for me.  

On my second trip I learned a lot more about myself and I loved this experience that I had. These 
two amazing experiences that I had with God, myself, and hundreds other youth from all over the 
fifty states I had no reason not to sign up again.  

This year me and my crew where building a deck. I wanted to build a deck because it would be a 
new challenge for me. This job was hard and frustrating, but we got it done. Another great experi-
ence on a mission trip has made me want to go on another trip to Belfast, Maine and as spring rolls 
around there hasn‟t been anything I have been more excited for.

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The Nuba Water Project. . . . . . . . . . . . . .Clean water brings life 

             

 Think about what it could be like to live in a small village where civil war had raged, the govern-
ment had been unstable for over 20 years, and the semi-arid climate provided no surface water ex-
cept during the rainy season.  This is the situation the Nuba people who live in the Nuba Mountains 
in southern Sudan face everyday. 

 Over years of civil unrest villagers have been displaced.  Now, however, since the area has be-
come more politically stable, the Nuba people are gradually moving back to make their homes on 
the land. On returning they find their water infrastructure in shambles.  Women and children walk up 
to 6 miles a day to gather clean water for drinking, cooking, and sharing with livestock.  In Kadugli a 
town of 80,000 donkeys deliver clean water to homes and businesses daily in 80-gallon drums.  The 
men collect the clean water each morning before loading the drums on the donkeys.  Though the 
entire region is desperately in short supply of good water, the rural area is hardest hit.  Only 40% of 
the villagers have access to clean water. 

 In 2007 Ibrahim A. Agar and George Tuto, two refugees from Sudan joined with Colorado busi-
ness man Steve Riley to found the Nuba Water Project.  This project has begun to examine the wa-
ter situation and work with the Nuba people to begin to repair and create a viable water system.  
One of the hopeful discoveries the project has made focuses on the arid climate.  Though dry peri-
ods occur, the mountains do receive about 23 inches in an average year.  This is about what the 
mountains in Colorado receive.  The key for the Nuba people is learning how to harvest rainwater 
and hold it for use during the dry times, and the members of the project are teaching them these 
techniques. 

 At this time there are two projects that will bring relief to thousands of people.  The first project, 
known as the Miri Reservoir Pipeline Project, will tap the existing Miri Reservoir and bring water to 
Kadugli and villages along the pipeline‟s route.  Water will be used for crops and after treatment for 
drinking and household needs.  The second project is the Bilo Village Dam.  This small dam made 
of earth and rock will provide the water for a village that currently has no local water supply. In addi-
tion to the dam, the people from the project along with members of the village are also building har-
vesting roofs on top of houses.  These roofs will catch water during the rainy season.  The water will 
then be stored for use in dry times. Until these projects are completed, the women in Bilo must walk 
for 3 hours each day to get fresh water for their families 

 The Nuba Water Project‟s website reminds us, “Water is the „essential element‟.  It is the life-
blood of communities.  Without water nothing else is possible:  education, health, economic progress 
and life itself.  Nuba Water Project works in a part of the world that suffers like no other from a pro-
found lack of this vital resource.” 

 Joyce Culwell, St. Tim‟s Choir director, went to Sudan in 2008.  Since that trip she has worked 
with the water project and has encouraged our congregation to support this project‟s mission with 
our money and our prayers.  Each year St. Tim‟s Outreach Committee sends a financial contribution 
to the project from our pledges and donations.  Another way members of St. Tim‟s can personally 
help generate additional funds is by being a part of the Walk for Sudan on Sunday afternoon Octo-

ber 17.

Samaritan Outreach  
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House of Hope. . . . . . . . . . .Assisting homeless families in the community 

 

 House of Hope (HOH) located in Englewood, Colorado is the only homeless shelter for families 
in Arapahoe County and south Metro-Denver.  The facility has a kitchen, dining area, activities area, 
and individual rooms for homeless women and their children.   Families can stay up to 90 days, and 
here they are assisted toward becoming self-sufficient. 

 With the help of a case manager and staff, families develop an individual plan to help them reach 
their goals.  These families also receive information and help with obtaining permanent housing, em-
ployment, education, job skill training, and childcare.  There is a therapist on site, and a staffed 
health clinic. 

 HOH‟s basic goal is to provide food, shelter, and a safe environment for as many homeless fami-
lies as they can house, ultimately making a positive difference in lives. 

 Specifically with the organizational skills of St. Tim‟s member Nan Fullerton and with the help of 
many other members of the congregation, individuals and groups have provided meals one night a 
month, helped children with homework, donated and planted flower pots, beautified the garden at 
the front, and entertained the children with stories and songs.
