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Summer is like no other season of the year. The long evenings give us more daylight time after
work, and many people take vacations. The mountains beckon while the weather is mild and flowers
are blooming. Working in our gardens keeps drawing us outside. Harkening back to memories of
long school breaks, there’s a sense of freedom and adventure in the air.

To say that summer is “set apart” from the rest of the year is another way of (literally) saying that it is
“sacred.” The point is not simply to have more fun or drink more beer, but to deepen our sense of
connection with creation and our Creator. It's not so much a question of what we do but how we do
it. If we can maintain a sense of awareness of the beauty of the earth and thankfulness for the
opportunities we have to enjoy it, our spirituality will deepen in the process.

The Apostle Paul, that lover of complex theological statements, saw the “book of nature” as a way of
understanding God. “Ever since the creation of the world (God’s) eternal power and divine nature,
invisible though they are, have been understood and seen through the things he has made.” (Rom
1:20) Knowing God is not simply an intellectual activity, but comes from every aspect of our
engagement with the world around us.

In addition, the Fourth Commandment directs us to “Remember the Sabbath day and keep it
holy.” (Ex 20:8) Not only should we stop working for a day every week, but our summer vacations
can be seen as extensions of the weekly Sabbath, chances to ground ourselves more deeply before
re-entering our busy lives.

As your pastor | encourage you to take advantage of the unique opportunities that summer brings.
Make good use of the long days and take advantage of chances to step away from your busy
schedules. Try to keep your mind and heart focused on God during these times, and remember to
be thankful for all of your blessings.

It is the missional church that goes out
there where the ACTION IS and where the PEOPLE ARE that will give the church new life and clout
in God’s Kingdom to come. This is, of course, easier said than done. May 13 Convention
Conversations at St. Timothy’s facilitated by Jeff Spahr, with input from Joyce Culwell and others
gave us an idea of what living into missional Millennium Development Goals might look like. We
learned how that vision is driving the Anglican Communion these days. And | insist, each of us can
use our imaginations and our calls to be missional in our own back yards. Being missional and
attractional should not be mutually exclusive. But emphasis on the missional church seems to be an
idea whose time has come. So stay tuned. It just may be the tide into the future --- which when taken
at the flood -- will lead on to fortune.

ASK MICHAEL

Why do we use incense in our worship?

The New Dictionary of Sacramental Worship describes a variety of purposes for the use of incense
in the ancient world. Underlying religious and cultic uses was the practical need to mask unpleasant
smells in hot climates.

The religious use of incense was widespread in early Judaism, mentioned in the books of Exodus,
Leviticus, and Numbers. Psalm 141 refers to the image of smoke carrying prayers upward to God,
“Let my prayer be set forth in your sight as incense, the lifting up of my hands as the evening sacri-
fice.”

Early Christian leaders were reluctant to use incense because of its association with Roman Em-
peror worship. In the 4™ century it became more widespread in churches, first to express a sense of
triumph in funeral processions, then to venerate saints and holy places. By the Middle Ages incense
was well-established in both the Roman and Eastern churches, and complex rituals evolved for its
use.

From its beginning the Church of England was divided between its Catholic and Protestant
branches. The latter abolished many of the ceremonies of the medieval church, while for Anglo-
Catholics the use of incense remains an important element of worship. Our liturgical inheritance as
Episcopalians may come from either of these traditions, and local churches differ widely in their
practices.

Entering into my ministry at St. Timothy’s, I've tried to learn about and respect the congregation’s
local traditions. People who appreciate the use of incense have been vocal about it, and | agree that
it adds a sensory element to worship and sets apart our festival services.

But it’s also become clear that there are a number of people in the congregation for whom the use of
incense is a barrier to being in worship, due to respiratory challenges. One person recently
described trying to come to a service with incense by staying on the side near an open window, only
to fall sick with pneumonia for a week. “l just don’t come to those services anymore,” he said.

I've made a couple of responses and hope to get some feedback in regard to possible next steps.
First, we limit the use of incense to festival days (Christmas, Easter, Pentecost, All Saints), and only
when there is an alternate service with no incense. For example, we will not use it during the
Bishop’s visit, because we only have one service that day.

Second, we've started announcing these plans ahead of time in the bulletin, and I'm collecting
names for an email group so people can personally receive that information. If you'd like to be added
to that group, please let Lindsay or me know.

Finally, one of our members is making arrangements for opening windows and using a fan to keep
the seats behind the organ relatively incense-free. That won't work for everybody, but it may be
helpful for some.

After two and a half years at St. Timothy’s, it’s still not clear to me how many people appreciate the
use of incense and how many are physically bothered by it. | invite your comments one way or
another, by any convenient means. You can see that I'm not in a hurry to make changes, but | have
in mind Paul's caution to the Christians in Corinth to “take care that this liberty of yours does not
somehow become a stumbling block” for others in the community. (1 Cor 8:9) Please help out by
letting me know your reaction to these questions.

NEW EDUCATION FOR MINISTRY CLASS

Starting in September

Do you like extra learning opportunities? Interested in looking deeper into Scripture and the Church?

We dig deeper into our Christian faith, studying the Bible, Church history and theo-
logical ideas and reflect on connecting faith with life experiences.

Good Shepherd is fortunate to be able to offer the EfM program at our church. Our classes meet
once a week for 3 hours, from September through May. Our Monday night class is full, so find six or
more friends and help start a new group which will meet on a different day.> Watch for an Orienta-
tion session in June or July, and see Lisa Wynn (303-850-9670) or Karen Henwood (303-770-4509)
to sign up.
