
  

 

The seeds of St. Timothy‘s were planted almost sixty years ago, when a group of Episcopalians 
began meeting in a home in Littleton. Originally a mission of St. George‘s in Englewood, the tiny 
congregation was fortunate to inherit the house and remodel it for worship services. Leadership for 
this project came from the church‘s first priest, Rev. Fred King, father of our longtime member Jerry 
King. 
 

Early one frosty Sunday morning, a teenaged acolyte came as usual at dawn to light a fire in the 
church‘s woodstove. When people arrived for worship the building was engulfed in flames, and they 
needed to find a new home. Eventually the congregation was able to build on Hickory Street, just off 
Littleton Boulevard ―behind the mortuary.‖  
 

For more than forty years the life of St. Timothy‘s was focused in that location. The festivals of the 
church year were observed with solemnity and grace. Marriages, baptisms, and burials were 
celebrated. Rectors came and went, but the generosity and devotion of the members never 
wavered. Ministries grew both within the church and in the wider community, including the special 
connection with nearby Cherellyn Nursing Home which continues today.  
 

In the 1990‘s the heart of the south suburban community was shifting to the new Highlands Ranch 
neighborhoods. St. Timothy‘s lack of visibility began to seem like a liability, and the limitations of the 
facility became evident. Rector Don Warner and other leaders imagined new possibilities, and when 
the Word of Life Church at Dry Creek and Clarkson went on the market, St. Tim‘s took a leap of faith 
and purchased it. Extensive renovations were required to create the beautiful worship space we 
enjoy every Sunday, and a wonderful new organ was installed.  
 

The move to our present location was difficult in many ways. Many faithful members thought it was a 
mistake to leave Littleton. Construction costs escalated, forcing the church to take out a large 
mortgage. Although the first years were very difficult, our membership has steadily been 
transformed. Once again young families make up a major part of the church, and visitors stop by 
every Sunday. Thanks to the vision and efforts of past leaders, the opportunities in our future have 
never been better.  
 

It‘s important for us to remember that the St. Timothy‘s we know didn‘t just appear out of nowhere. 
Every time we attend worship we are the recipients of a precious gift: the legacy of those who came 
before us. Their faithfulness in worship and ministry, in fellowship and pastoral care, in giving their 
money and their time, has created the foundation of the church we love. They responded generously 
to God‘s gift of Jesus Christ, as we must continue to do today.

We will align our 
goals so that they support the Saint Timothy‘s vision: ―To Celebrate and Proclaim Jesus‘ Love‖ and 
the church‘s purpose statement:  ―Saint Timothy‘s embraces all people with the love of Jesus 
through joyful worship rooted in tradition, ministries for all generations and reaching out to those in 
need.‖ 

Do you have ideas on steps that Saint Timothy‘s can take to better realize our vision and carry out 
our purpose statement?  Let me know if you do.  Your input will help the Saint Timothy‘s Vestry and 
staff better define the future path for our church.

Hi!! 

I want to tell you about a new project we‘ve developed to help the people in Haiti by participating in 
some activities suggested by The Colorado Haiti Project. ―The Colorado Haiti Project (CHP) is a 
state-wide non-profit organization founded in 1989 to extend aid to the poorest of the poor in a rural 
area called Petit Trou de Nippes, about 80 miles west of Port-au-Prince. CHP is supported entirely 
by donations from private individuals, foundations, and over 40 Episcopal churches in Colorado. Our 
primary mission is with the Episcopal Mission of St. Paul's, where we work in collaboration with the 
Priest-in-Charge, Archdeacon Kesner Gracia and a committee of community advisors, to help 
provide education, vocational training, health care, nutrition and clean water within the mission 
setting.‖ 

 We‘ll be doing this project during the 4th week of June in conjunction with the Junior High Mission 
Trip.  Please look for the sign up and stuff on the Samaritan Outreach table and bulletin board 

in the lower narthex.   
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First we want to have a ―Bake for Haiti‖ sale on Father‘s Day, June 20
th
 - so we need folks who can 

bake goodies we can sell.  Next will be a ―Tie-Dye for Haiti‖ party on Monday, June 21st at 6pm.  A 
―Tie-Dye for Haiti‖ party is an event where you tie-dye 2 t-shirts, one for you and one for a child in 
Petit Trou de Nippes. The cost is $15.00 ($5.00 buys the shirts and $10.00 goes to feed a child for a 
month).  The Junior High kids will get first dibs to participate, then about 6 Girl Scouts, but we will be 
able to accommodate about 10 or 12 people from the congregation who want to join in (we can have 
a max of 40 people all together).   

 

Then we will have a ―Kit Party‖ on Saturday, June 26th from 4-6pm where we will make Medical Kits, 
Hygiene Kits and Education Kits to be sent with the next CHP team going to Haiti.  People can also 
sign up to make their own if they prefer, as long as we get them by Sunday, June 27th.   

You will notice that there is a flyer for contributing Frequent Flyer Miles to support volunteers going 
to Haiti.  If you have any miles that will expire soon, this is a way to use them (check out the flyer for 
info).  And, of course, money is always appreciated. 

I hope everyone can find a way to get involved in this venture.

We will be re-opening the third classroom this year because we think there will be quite a few  
kindergartners moving up to the second classroom.  

The classrooms are as follows: 

1st classroom - Preschool (starting at age 3) through Kindergarten 

2nd classroom – 1st and 2nd grades 

3rd classroom – 3rd through 5th grade 

Four regular teachers are needed for each classroom (a total of 12 teachers) and a couple of  
teachers as possible substitutes from time to time. The lead teacher (usually someone who has 
been a  teacher before) in each classroom creates a schedule for the four teachers in their class. 
There must be two teachers present to teach each Sunday that we have Sunday School scheduled. 
This allows teachers to be on a rotation basis so that each teacher does not have to teach every 
Sunday that there is Sunday School scheduled. Children‘s Chapel will be scheduled periodically to 
give teachers an additional break. We only ask that a couple teachers and/or parents stay during 
Children‘s Chapel to help supervise children and also help welcome new visitors. Please consider  

joining our wonderful volunteer team of Sunday School teachers!  

 

I will be sending out a fall 2010-2011 Sunday School Registration form in August. Our website is  
currently being revised and will eventually include upcoming Children‘s Ministry Events, Sunday 
School Schedules, and the fall Sunday School Registration Form.
