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There are some events that will always stand out in our memories. At St. Timothy’s the death of
Drennen O’Melia is like that. It was a shocking and heartbreaking event that touched the most
tender places in our hearts. Our prayers will continue to surround the O’Melia family as they deal
with this terrible loss.

The death of a loved one can create a strange combination of absence and presence. Each day
brings painful reminders of the loss, triggered by the simplest memories. We can picture them sitting
at the dinner table—hear the tone of their voice—notice something they would love to see. We don't
want to let go of those memories, painful as they are, because they keep our loved one close to us.

Remembering plays a central part in the Christian faith. Just before giving his life for us, Jesus
commanded us to gather in his Name “for the remembrance of me.” In the Eucharist we remember
to whom we belong and the source of our hope. Remembering Jesus in the bread and wine renews
that saving relationship, despite the fact that we don’t “see” him in the ordinary way.

An idea spontaneously came to both Shanda and me before we left the ER that fateful evening. It
was confirmed a few days later by longtime member Jerry King and has been adopted by the Vestry.
With the blessing of his parents, the project beginning to take shape on our lower level will be called
the Drennen O’Melia Youth Center.

Sadly, Drennen’s death is not the only recent tragedy among the youth of our community. A series of
suicides has rocked Arapahoe High School, and our church family is not immune to that possibility.
Creating a Youth Center will make it possible for us to reach out more effectively to teenagers
beyond the congregation. Your offerings of time and money will help to make this dream a reality.

A man from the neighborhood came to our recent garage sale in tears, having just heard about
Drennen’s death. He was thinking back to last summer’s Junior High Mission Trip when we knocked
on his door, asking if there was anything we could do to help. Though half a dozen kids weeded his
back yard, it was Drennen he remembered.

Alongside the painful loss we’re suffering are glimpses beyond the veil, when Drennen’s continuing
presence suddenly springs up before our eyes. Drennen had a lively relationship with Jesus, and it’s
a blessing to picture him with the One who welcomed little children into his arms. The last words of
Jesus in the Gospel of Matthew resonate deep in our hearts: “Remember, | am with you always...”

Jesus said to His Disciples, “You give them something to eat.” In the story of the feeding of the
5,000, Jesus took what was on hand, a couple of fish and some small loaves of bread, and after
blessing the food, distributed it to feed the multitude of hungry people who had spent the day
listening to His teachings.

Each summer, supplies of food hit a low point at food banks just when children are out of school and
families who normally struggle to make ends meet face the dilemma of filling hungry bellies. In
response to this need, the Diocese of Colorado sponsors Loaves and Fishes Sunday, a day when
churches throughout the diocese are invited to replenish food supplies at their local food banks.
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We'd like to provide a bag with these groceries for each family:

2 boxes of macaroni and cheese 1 box of cereal

2 Ibs. of rice or dried beans 1 can of fruit

1 jar of peanut butter 1 box of crackers

1 jar of jelly 1 box of dry milk

2 cans of tuna 1 box of pasta

1 box of pancake mix or bisquick 2 cans of vegetables

1 box of Hamburger or Tuna Helper 1 jar of spaghetti sauce

2 cans of “quick meals” (stew, ravioli/chili/or Spaghettios)

Fortunately we had prepared in advance and
everything got planted and watered in. And now the seeds they planted are sprouting! | hope that
they will come by often and watch the plants they planted grow. They and their parents are
encouraged to participate in watering and caring for their garden.

After the 10 AM service that morning the congregation processed out to the garden where we had a
garden blessing. We read several readings and prayers. Michael then blessed a bucket full of
water and splashed it on the garden (and people!) blessing the garden and the gardeners. Most of
the children had gathered around their bed. | saw them sitting on the edges patting the soil. It's
good that there were so many of them there for the planting and blessing. It looked like they had
claimed it as their own.

RABBIT PROOF GATES: There are many rabbits living near the garden and after the pumpkins
were planted we became concerned about the damage a hungry rabbit could cause. We
improvised green chicken wire gates just outside the main gates in the chain link fence. These
gates are 24" high. Most of us can step over them. They are held shut top and bottom with bungee
cords. When the rabbit gates need to be opened unhook the bungee cords, swing the gate aside
and hook loosely to the fence outside the garden so they won't be stepped on or damaged while
open. Please remember to close them snuggly when you leave. Make sure they are tight against
the fence and the ground. We want to do everything we can to help the garden continue to prosper.

We add gently used or new clothes such as sleepers, onesies, outfits, socks and a small toy. Many
of the items are made by members of the group and some are made by other church members and
friends.

We are now meeting at the church on the first and third Tuesdays of the month from 10:00 am until
noon. We welcome others to join us. If you sew, quilt, knit or crochet or just would like to help with
assembling or distributing layettes, we would appreciate your talents and company. We welcome
people of all skill levels from beginner to experienced.

We also need donations of infant clothes, sizes 0-3 months and 3-6 months; soft 3 or 4 ply yarn suit-
able for baby afghans, hats and sweaters; 100% cotton fabric and flannel fabric in colors and prints
suitable for baby quilts and blankets. We would also accept money or gift cards to Jo-Ann’s or Hob-
by Lobby to purchase quilt batting. As our storage space at church is limited, those of us that quilt
store the batting at home.
