At the beginning of June we had two wonderful visits with Bishop O’Neill. On Sunday morning he 
preached an inspiring sermon about ministry, confirmed a group of youth and adults, presided at our 
table, and joined in the festivities of the church picnic.   

 

You may not know that on the previous Wednesday the Bishop spent the evening with the 
congregation’s staff and vestry leaders. Over dinner we took an hour to introduce ourselves and tell 
him what we’re excited about at St. Timothy’s. Then we made a presentation about our new Purpose 
Statement, before hearing about his own sense of call and wide-ranging ministries.  

 

It was a warm and friendly evening with chances to listen and speak, and we felt blessed by the 
Bishop’s generosity in spending time with us. He was reflecting on that conversation before 
Sunday’s service and paid us the most wonderful compliment.  

 

―I’m constantly visiting congregations and talking with vestries. Almost invariably when I ask about 
their mission all eyes turn toward the priest, who answers for the group. Meeting with St. Timothy’s 
leaders was nothing like that!‖ 

 

If you didn’t already realize it’s time you know: our leaders are excited about the opportunities we 
have to deepen our spirituality and reach out into the community. They’re setting goals for the 
upcoming program year, planning to build on our strengths and try some new approaches. They 
appreciate St. Timothy’s so much and want to let the community know about us. 

 

It’s still a pretty anxious time in the world, and most of us are facing financial challenges. But I don’t 
hear our leaders agonizing about how we’re going to survive. Instead, they’re talking about what we 
have to offer to people who yearn for a deeper spiritual foundation in their lives.

 Dr. Elise Murphy Rowe, Donna Brusack, and Jim Hood, Simon Caddick, Joyce and Gene Culwell, 
and Margaret Utter among others work overtime to promote this worship service and to extend 
hospitality to folks at Wind Crest who are both Episcopalian and from other faith traditions.  Our 
numbers vary between 12 and 22 with as many as four Christian traditions represented. 
 

It sounds crass to even suggest selling the church like selling ball bearings or steel belted tires. But, 
darn it, we have a whole lot going for us as Episcopalians and we need to let the world know about 
that. Part of the way we do that is to take church beyond our doors to places where the people are.  
 

I contend that our niche in the ministry marketplace is not about bigness and entertainment and a 
plethora of self help programs. The ―sizzle‖ and ―steak‖ of our tradition are --- as they have always 
been --- Scripture, Tradition and Reason.  I believe as Christians mature, many begin to yearn for 
the ―sizzle‖ and ―steak‖ of religious traditions such as ours. We are an oasis of sanctity --- Living 
Water --- in a noisy complex world struggling for genuine meaning and struggling to live lives worthy 
of our time here on this planet  ñour island homeò.

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Clergy Renewal, Education, and Discernment Opportunity 

 

Rev. Michael Carney has accepted an invitation to attend a CREDO conference from September 14-
21, 2009 at the Roslyn Conference Center located in Richmond, Virginia. 
 

The eight-day conference provides participants with the means to find direction and clarity in four 
component areas: spiritual, physical, vocational, and financial. CREDO provides a foundation for 
participants to embrace wellness and to prayerfully discern the direction of their vocation.  
 

CREDO was founded in 1997 as a pilot program funded by The Church Pension Group. Episcopal 
clergy, deacons and bishops from virtually every diocese in the country have taken advantage of the 
CREDO benefit. Participants are selected at random from all active clergy with more than one year 
in the Pension Fund. The Church Pension Fund pays all but $500 of the conference costs.  
 

Michael will join approximately 30 other clergy in the CREDO conference. Over the course of the 
conference, participants will meet in plenary sessions, small groups and private consultations with 
faculty members. Participants also have ample quiet time to reflect on their personal and  
professional lives. 
 

Each participant commits to extensive reflection through pre-conference instruments and surveys 
that focus on personal and professional wellness. The work of CREDO is organized around four  
major areas in each person’s personal and professional life. Each of these components is explored 
as an integral part of the whole. 
 

¶ Spiritual – offers a sacred space where each participant can reflect on his or her interior life and 
 relationship with God in Christ. 

¶ Vocational – provides opportunities for reflection, discernment, and planning in the professional 
 areas of vocation, career, and work. 

¶ Health – encourages reflection on physical and emotional health and well-being, stewardship of 
 the body, and development of a plan to address the individual’s health needs. 

¶ Financial – explores all aspects of personal financial management and encourages reflection on 
God-given resources and how best to use them in response to God’s call. 

 

Through this discernment and visioning process, and with the help of a faculty team of professionals, 
each participant builds a CREDO Plan – a personal covenant based on his or her CREDO work and 
a formal expression of the CREDO experience. The CREDO Plan provides a personal baseline and 
strategy for effective implementation.

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Summary of the June 30, 2009 Financial Statements – Statement is posted on the website and in 
the Narthex. 
 

Note to statement readers: Certain budget line items (smaller line item amounts or items with less 
predictable time of expense) are calculated on an annual total basis and then allocated to each 
month evenly at 1/12 of the annual budget. Actual revenue and expenses are not received and 
spent in that same manner. This difference causes timing issues that sometimes make a particular 
month appear to be grossly off-budget. The Vestry and Finance Committee discuss this concept and 
background information when reviewing the monthly statements. 

 

Revenues: 

2009 Pledges received are 7% ($14,446) less than budget through 6/30/09. – It is very important 
for pledge payments to be received routinely throughout the year in order to meet our monthly cash 
flow needs. This is especially true during the summer months when many people are out of town but 
only make pledge payments when they attend service. Please prayerfully make St. Tim’s a  
priority when meeting in your monthly financial obligations.  
 

2009 Plate offerings are 29% ($7,201) less than budget through 6/30/09. - The total, budgeted 
2009 Plate offering was based on prior year history. We may not reach the budgeted level which will 
have a negative impact on overall 2009 financial results.  
 

Miscellaneous Revenue is behind plan for the first six months primarily because grocery coupon 
sales are behind historic levels. Each week Grocery Coupons for King Soopers, Safeway and Sun-
flower are sold during coffee hour for which 5% of the proceeds go to the church. Please try to plan 
ahead and purchase these coupons and support St Timothy’s. 

Expenses: 

Although Program Expenses and Outreach are over their year-to-date, (YTD) budget, it is expected 
that most expenditures will meet, or be less than, the total amount budgeted by year end. Property

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Expense is over budget primarily because the late spring snow storms resulted in snow removal of 
$2,725 in excess of the planned amount. Staff and ministry leaders are diligently working to reduce 
operational expenses as a precautionary measure however, at this time the expenses are on track 
to meet or exceed the budget. 
 

Cash: 

As of 6/30/09, St. Tim has $30,119 of non-restricted cash. On average, the monthly cash need for 
the parish in order to pay salaries, utilities, mortgage and interest, and other expenses is $38,353. 
The financial managers of the parish diligently monitor the cash balance, but it is easy to see the 
need for pledges and other income to be received each month.

Summary of the June 23, 2009 Vestry Meeting 
 

¶ The Vestry reviewed Bishop O’Neil’s visit with the Vestry on June 3, 2009 and his visit with the 
congregation on June 7, 2009. Father Michael reported that the Bishop complimented St. Timo-
thy’s congregational participation and focus on mission. 

¶ Michael reported that a home school organization has requested paid use of the building for 
quarterly meetings that would be attended by approximately 50 children and their parents. Mi-
chael suggested, and the Vestry agreed, that the leader of the meetings be required to comply 
with the Safe Guarding God’s Children certification prior to the first scheduled meeting. 

¶ A subcommittee of the Vestry will be working with Father Michael on a review of his Ministry over 
the past year and will meet with Michael in July. 

¶ The decision about applying to the Diocesan Standing Committee for approval to allow St. Timo-
thy’s to open a line of credit has not been finalized. [Subsequent to the meeting, our Diocesan 
advisor contacted Michael to advise us not to apply since the use of the line of credit did not 
meet the Standing Committee’s criteria for that type of encumbrance.] 

¶ The following lay persons have volunteered to represent St. Timothy’s at the Diocesan Conven-
tion in October: Dixon Cravens, Roberta Denham, Jeff Spahr, and Bob Fullerton. 

¶ The Vestry discussed the renewal of advertisements in the Yellow Pages for the community edi-
tion and the general metro Denver books. It was agreed to place an ad in the community edition 
but the Vestry asked Michael to obtain more information on the benefit of being in the metro Den-
ver edition. The Vestry is considering dropping the ad (but keeping the line listing) in the Denver 
book for a cost saving of approximately $2,900 per year.

Summary of the July 28 , 2009 Vestry Meeting 
 

¶ Treasurer Jeff Rudolph reported that both pledged offerings and plate offerings are behind YTD.  
It is hoped that this shortfall will be made up during the course of the year. 

¶ Senior Warden Bob Fullerton reported that a Mutual Ministry Review had been conducted with 
 Father Michael.  The purpose was to discuss goal achievement and vision for the coming year,  

¶ Bob also reported that the Littleton Community Supper ministry, of which St. Timothy’s is a  

 participant, has begun serving those in need in the Littleton area.  This ministry operates out of 
 the First Presbyterian Church of Littleton, and offers a sandwich meal on Sundays. 
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¶ Beginning August 16th, Cammie Houpt will be serving St. Timothy’s as a Deacon with Bill Riedell.  
 Cammie was appointed by Bishop O’Neill. 

¶ On August 12th, the staff and Vestry of St. Timothy’s will hold a joint goal setting meeting for the 
 upcoming program year, using the recently adopted ―Giving Life to the Purpose Statement‖ as a 
 platform. 

¶ In an effort to raise revenue through outside sources, St. Timothy’s has reached an agreement 
 with a home school organization to use our building four times during the year.  We have also 
 been approached by a broadband provider regarding the possibility of erecting a cell phone 
 tower on our property.

Many of you know that St. Timothy’s has a Liturgy Committee composed of staff members and  
representatives of the congregation. Its purpose is to serve as a sounding board and to advise me 
on carrying out my responsibilities in supervising our worship. We meet every two or three months to 
review recent seasons, plan for the future, and consider questions which have arisen.  
 

For example, it was with the Liturgy Committee that Joyce first discussed the wonderful Advent  
Litany she introduced for that season, and the committee has helped to refine its use. The  
introduction of home-baked bread came out of our discussions, as did the elements of the wonderful 
Tenebrae service this year. We’ve discussed how to use incense at our festival services in a manner 
that’s sensitive to people with respiratory challenges. 
 

In our review of this year’s Holy Week we came to some important decisions. I’m finally ready to give 
up on outdoor activities during the uncertain Colorado ―spring.‖ After having plans for Palm Sunday 
and the Easter Vigil disrupted by the weather more often than not, we decided that next year we’ll 
bless palms in the parish hall and start the Vigil in the narthex.  
 

I also raised a critical question related to welcoming people from the community around us. Easter 
morning attendance has been growing, until this year there were 77 people at 7:45 and 397 at 
10:00. The later service has become so crowded that we just can’t fit more people - and it’s said that 
visitors don’t feel welcome when they can’t slip unobtrusively into a seat.  
 

I proposed that next year we attempt to balance the numbers by starting both services later -  
perhaps 9:00 and 11:00 - and having brass and timpani accompaniment at each. The Vestry will 
need to reflect on the costs involved, but I don’t see how attendance can continue to grow without an 
adjustment in the times. If we do move ahead with this, we’ll need to reconsider our children’s  
programs and hospitality on that central morning.  
 

If you have questions or comments about our worship, please contact one of the members of the  
Liturgy Committee. Besides our clergy, Music Director and Altar Guild Chair, each year I appoint 
three people to the committee to serve for three years. The current representatives are Lyn Zolman 
and Pat Jackson (terms ending next January), Doris Cruze, Joel Perry, and Margaret Utter (2011), 
John Mussato, Erin Potts, and Elizabeth Dries (2012). If you would be interested in joining this 
group, please let me know.

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:How and when are baptisms scheduled? 
 

You’ve heard me refer to my seminary advisor, Dr. Louis Weil, who led the revision of the Baptismal 
rite in the 1979 Book of Common Prayer. Dr. Weil said that he let other scholars take charge of the 
rest of the book, because ―Baptism is at the heart of the Christian life.‖ He said that the introductory 
paragraph is his best theological writing: ―Holy Baptism is full initiation by water and the Holy Sprit 
into Christ’s Body the Church. The bond which God establishes in Baptism is indissoluble.‖ (BCP p. 
298) 
 

The rubrics (introductory sections and directions interposed into the prayer book’s various rites) are 
meant to guide local priests in serving their congregations. For example, consider the second  
statement in that introduction: ―Holy Baptism is appropriately administered with the Eucharist at the 
chief service on a Sunday or other feast.‖ (ibid.) In other words, baptism is an action of the whole 
community, not the private activity of the family involved.  
 

One of the additional directions clarifies the question I’m addressing this month: ―Holy Baptism is es-
pecially appropriate at the Easter Vigil, on the Day of Pentecost, on All Saints’ Day or the Sunday 
after All Saints’ Day, and on the Feast of the Baptism of our Lord (the 1st Sunday after the  
Epiphany). It is recommended that, as far as possible, Baptisms be reserved for these occasions or 
when a bishop is present.‖ (p. 312) 
 

In seminary there was great excitement about focusing on these baptismal holidays, and also  
widespread awareness of the reasons. In the ancient church the Easter Vigil was the primary  
occasion for baptism. On Pentecost we celebrate the gift of the Holy Spirit, the energizing force in all 
baptisms. Paul referred to every baptized Christian as a saint. In these celebrations we renew our 
connection with Jesus, who was baptized by John.  
 

As a parish priest I’ve had the privilege of celebrating many baptisms and have come to see a 
broader picture of this sacrament. Just as it’s important for the whole congregation to be present, 
affirming their support for the newly baptized members, family participation is crucial. Grandparents, 
aunts, uncles, and cousins fly here for almost every baptism - the occasion doesn’t seem complete 
without them. I have the most wonderful conversations with them before and after the services -  
seeing the faith passed on and shared among the generations is truly inspiring.  
 

Some priests draw a hard line with families, insisting that baptisms only be celebrated on the four 
occasions recommended by the prayer book. I always mention the upcoming occasions, but you can 
see that I don’t insist on them. We’re probably going to baptize a dozen candidates this year, and my 
impression is that repeating the rite is leading us deeper into its meaning. No matter how many 
times I preach about baptism, people continue to remark on what they’ve learned. 
 

What do you think? Are these baptisms inspiring and enjoyable for you, or do you think too many 
Sundays are focused on them? I’m sure we all agree that it’s a blessing for us to have so many 
young families in the congregation, but there are different considerations to be balanced here.

The next opportunity for service for the entire family is the Littleton Community Supper being 
served on Sunday afternoons (guests 2-3PM, volunteers 1-4PM) at the First Presbyterian Church in 
Littleton. St. Timothy's has combined with several other churches in the Littleton area to provide a 
supper for people in the Littleton area. The ecumenical group is reaching out to individuals, families 
and seniors living on the margins during this economically challenging time, in an attempt to not only 
provide a meal, but also a place for neighbors to meet neighbors in Littleton. Littleton First  
Presbyterian Church (LFPC), located at Littleton Boulevard and Windermere, has graciously do-
nated use of their space for this ministry. St. Timothy's Cynny King inspired other churches (St. 
Mary's and Our Lady of Mount Carmel and LFPC) and members of St. Timothy's Samaritan Out-
reach Ministry, to take part in making this six-month pilot project come to fruition. We are actively re-
cruiting additional churches and volunteers. Thank you to Mary Schwarz and Kay Nelson for helping 
with sandwiches for our first meal.
