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When I was a kid growing up in the church, it 

was clear to all of us that ministry was what the 

priest did. Thatõs why he had ògone into 

ministry.ó 

Of course, even as a kid I could see that the 

priest didnõt do everything. Sometimes Iõd go to 

church on Saturday mornings with my mom 

when she worked on the altar guild. I knew 

Sunday School teachers and choir members and 

the men who made pancakes on Shrove 

Tuesday. But what they did wasnõt called 

òministry.ó It was helping out or volunteering or 

doing what needed to be done.  

As a teenager the thing I loved best about 

church was being an acolyte. I couldnõt have 

said why, but there was something very 

satisfying about serving at the altar. I loved 

being part of the team that led the congregation 

in worship.  

Itõs ironic that I didnõt fully appreciate the way 

a lively church depends on ministry teamwork 

until Iõd been a priest for a few years. Iõm not 

the only one whoõs been called to ministry, 

though mine is a special one. At St. Timothyõs 

there are ministries everywhere you look!  

Our Stewardship Committee spent time this 

summer preparing to celebrate our ministry 

groups. Too often stewardship is seen only as a 

fundraising group. Our committee knows that 

your offerings of time and talent are just as 

important as the money that pays our bills. 

Utilizing your gifts in ministry not only serves 

the needs of the church, but connects you with 

other people and builds the bonds which make 

our church family special.  

Youõll be receiving in the mail a brochure 

which describes dozens of ministry groups at 

St. Timothyõs. Weõre hoping that something 

you read there will strike your fancy and make 

you think, òIõd like to be part of that.ó We hope 

that youõll recognize ways in which your God-

given gifts can be helpful to the church.
