
  

It seems like such a simple question, and certainly one I want to answer well. It usually comes after 
a Baptismal preparation session or when I’m calling on a newcomer. Sometimes in those situations 
a person asks me, ―What do I do to become a member of St. Timothy’s?‖ 
 

Most Episcopal churches don’t have a lot of formalities connected with membership. Generally 
people go through a gradual transition toward belonging to a particular congregation. Some have 
their baptisms recorded in the church records—others are confirmed or received by the Bishop. 
Here’s an attempt to answer this question more clearly. 
 

Participate regularly in the life of the church. When we renew our Baptismal Covenant we 
promise to ―continue in the Apostles’ teaching and fellowship, in the breaking of bread and the 
prayers.‖ That’s a choice we make—there are other things we could be doing on Sunday 
morning. Being a faithful member of the church means committing ourselves to participation in 
worship and fellowship. 

 

Keep talking with God. To most people ―living a life of prayer‖ sounds like a lofty objective 
attainable only by those called to the religious life. Prayer doesn’t have to be that complicated. 
Set aside a time every day to talk with God. Give thanks for your blessings; ask for help when it’s 
needed. And don’t forget to listen! 

 

Be generous in offering your gifts. 

God has given us so much: think about your family, your health, the opportunities in your life. 
God’s generosity is evident in the creation of the world and the gift of Jesus Christ as our Savior. 
How shall we respond? 

As Christians we’re asked to give back to God from the ―first fruits‖ of what we’ve received. A 
portion of our time to use our gifts for ministry. A portion of our money to support the work of the 
church. Our faith promises that this will enhance, not detract from, the fulfillment of our family 
responsibilities. 
 

Commit yourself to growing in faith. 

Spiritual maturity doesn’t come all at once. We don’t simply pass an exam or participate in a rite 
of passage. We need to keep reading the Bible and other spiritual books, attending study groups, 
and talking about our faith. It’s never too early in our lives to begin or too late to continue.  

 

One of my goals for the coming year is to develop a more clear and structured way to communicate 
about church membership. I invite your feedback and participation in this process.

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A GOOD QUESTION SUBMITTED TO THE LITURGY COMMITTEE ABOUT GRAVEN IMAGES: 

What about the St.Timothy icon prominently displayed in the narthex, and the ceremonial carrying of 
this icon into the sanctuary on paternal feast day as a gesture of veneration as the icon gets carried 
in somewhat the same manner as the Gospel in the liturgy of the Word? We know how there is  
always the possibility that Scripture itself can get idolized and used as a hammer as well as a bless-
ing in Christendom. And it is interesting to note that In the Jewish tradition Torah -- the Word --- has 
similar status in Jewish worship as Christ, the Word made flesh, in Christian worship.  
 

In the historical context of the Decalogue, graven images were a standard method of pagan worship 
representing false gods in a time when the Hebrew people were struggling to establish monotheism. 
It seems to me the golden calves we bow down to these days are personal and national agendas far 
removed from the sacred symbols in our places of worship. Historically, sculpture, stained glass  
windows, frescoes, tiles, etc. have been used to tell the stories of the life of Jesus to generations of 
people who could not read. These artistic offerings rank among the world’s most sublime  
celebrations of the glory of God. Even so Reformation Protestant John Calvin condemned the use of 
story telling images in Roman Catholic and Orthodox churches. Calvin said, ―Any use of images 
leads to idolatry.‖ He took literally Deuteronomy 27:15: ―Cursed is the man who carves an image or 
casts an idol --- a thing detestable to the Lord, the work of the craftsman’s hands --- and sets it up in 
secret.‖ Calvinists in16 Century England and elsewhere gutted Roman Catholic and Anglican 
churches when they could get by with it because of what they thought was at divine mandate to  
destroy religious images and objects of veneration in the church. They stripped these churches 
down to what they thought were the bare essentials. 
 

Still the Christian tradition has remained rich in the use and enjoyment but not the worship of  
images. Orthodox Christians, in particular, believe their prayerfully prepared icons are windows into 
heaven where God’s glory can shine through. The beauty and poetry of sacred arts of all forms are 
instructive of the life of Christ and the lives of the saints and can be revealing of the invisible and the 
spiritual aspects of our faith. Serious liturgical artists that care about the sacred strive to avoid  
sentimentality and kitsch and clutter in their imagery. Having said that; in our post modern (―post-
Christian') world -- alas --one man’s clutter can easily end up being another man’s liturgical  
masterpiece.

With school back in session and the flu season ahead of us, we’re noticing a heightened awareness 
of the H1N1 virus and other communicable illnesses. Earlier this month our Liturgy Committee dis-
cussed how we might respond to these concerns, and Bishop O’Neill has sent out a letter on the 
subject. 
 

We hope that some simple precautions will make people more comfortable in receiving communion. 
First, the altar guild has provided a bottle of hand cleaner on the credence table (behind the altar), 
and I’ve asked all the clergy and chalice ministers to use it before handling the bread and cup.  
 

Second, receiving only the bread provides the fullness of the sacrament without any contact with the 
cup. (Simply cross your hands on your shoulders to indicate this  preference.) If you would like to 
receive Christ’s blood but not drink from the cup, hold the bread in your hand and the chalice minis-
ter will dip it in the wine and place it on your tongue.  
 

It has always been necessary for people to indicate their preference of a greeting at the Peace, by 
offering their hand to shake or putting out their arms for a hug. Now we should be aware that some 
may prefer to simply bow their heads or wave as a greeting. The same holds true for greeting the 
clergy at the door as you leave worship.  
 

Please be sure to indicate what kind of greeting you desire. We want to maintain St. Tim’s warmth 
and friendliness while respecting different peoples’ responses to the possibility of illness. If we all are 
aware of our neighbors, it shouldn’t be hard to catch their signals.

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A special thank you to all who buy grocery gift cards after the early and late ser-
vices. As of August 23rd your purchases have resulted in $2716 being added to 
St. Tim’s treasury. Best of all, you managed this without any extra cost to your-
self.  
 

Gift Cards are much easier to use than cash, when your purchases are totaled, 
you simply swipe your card and walk away. No searching for pennies or waiting 
for change. The amount remaining on the card is indicated on your receipt.  

 

Summer is coming to a close and kids are heading back to school. For those in college the gift card 
can be used to supplement food and or purchase gasoline for those essential trips home for laundry 
and pantry restocking. They may also be used to purchase prescriptions and other essential items 
from the grocery store. 
 

The Grocery Gift Card is like a cash card. St. Tim’s purchases cards at a discount from the store 
(5% from King Soopers and Sunflower, 4% from Safeway). We sell the cards at face value, thus net-
ting a return of the discount for our treasury. The cards may be used to purchase anything available 
in the store including pharmacy and gasoline at Soopers and Safeway. The main difference between 
the Gift Card and the coupon is that you don’t receive change on purchases made with the Gift 
Card. 
 

At last count there were 152 pledging families. If each one purchased one gift card of $25 per week 
it would net the parish  $190 per week or $9980 per year. All at no cost to the purchaser. This would 
nearly double the last years income from sales.
