A Few Things You Should Know: 

¶ Look for Legacy Society Brochures in the Narthex.  There is one that is specific for St. Timothyõs Legacy Society. 

¶ If you include St. Timothyõs in your Will, you are automatically a member of the St. Timothyõs Legacy Society. 

¶ If you donõt have a Will, get one! 

¶ If you donõt know how to get a Will, ask me or any member of our vestry or clergy. 

¶ If you have a Will, review it every five years to see if you need to make changes to it. 

¶ If you have a Will, consider leaving a part of your estate to St. Timothyõs Endowment Fund by writing in òSt. Timothyõs 

Parish Endowment Fundó and the amount on the codicil page that should be in your Will now. There is no minimum 

amount required, so I am asking everyone (including you) to consider this. Please prayerfully consider the amount you will 

contribute as this is between you and God. 

If you are over 65, you may benefit from special programs that bring you added monthly income and tax savings, while help-

ing you to leave a significant gift to St. Timothyõs someday. This is done through a trust fund that can be set up through the 

Colorado Episcopal Foundation (COEF).

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For the past few months our newly-formed Software 
Committee has been consulting with experts and preparing a 
report to help us simplify our accounting procedures and 
provide support for the Treasurer. Jerry King has faithfully 
served for many years in that position, but the complexity of 
his work has made it difficult to find a successor.  

Chairperson Lorie Newey has been working with Karin 
Sugarman and Bill Utter to conduct a comprehensive review, 
leading to a series of recommendations to the vestry in 
September. They found our accounting and membership 
software to be a òCadillac system,ó but a consultant will 
soon be revamping the chart of accounts to simplify its 
operation. It has become clear that the system requires a part
-time bookkeeper, which will help to make the position of 
Treasurer a reasonable ministry for a volunteer.  

Our thanks go out to the Software Committee members. 
Their work has made us appreciate the quiet way in which 
Jerry King has done so much for St. Timothyõs over the 
years. We will count on Jerryõs experience and expertise as 
we continue our efforts to be good stewards of your gifts.

The Book of Common Prayer defines the communion of saints as "...the whole family of God, the 

living and the dead, those whom we love and those whom we hurt, bound together in Christ by 

sacrament, prayer, and praise."  What does it mean to be part of this communion of 

saints?  Through the use of an old but familiar story - The Good Samaritan - we will examine this 

question and how it applies to each of us in the context of modern life.

Suggested items ð Shampoo, baby shampoo, soap, deodorant,  tooth paste, toothbrush, q-tips, shaving cream, razors, lotion, 
Vaseline, chap stick, feminine hygiene, disposable diapers, hair brush, or combs. 

Gently used winter coats ð  Interfaith currently has a great need for winter coats so look in your basement and donate what 
your kids have outgrown or you are no longer using. 

CROP Hunger Walk ð  Join members of St. Timothy's in the annual Foothills CROP Hunger Walk on October 21, from 
1-3 pm at Clement Park in Littleton.   

Connect with your community and people around the world as we walk to raise money 
to help the hungry. This community event has activities for kids of all ages and a 
musical send off at the Amphitheatre. Pick up a pledge envelope from Pam Chisholm 
or write a check to CWS/CROP or just show up and walk with us! Church World 
Services helps people in the United States and 80 other countries in the world by 
supporting local grassroots agencies such as Interfaith in Englewood and Metro Care 
Ring in Denver. Twenty-five percent of the money raised stays in our local 
agencies. Look for the brochure of the CROP walk in the Narthex and downstairs in 
the hallway.
