
  

 

 

Dear Church Members, 

 

St. Timothy’s Vestry and Staff have been following our financial situation very closely during the 
year. As we near the end of 2009, we have deep concerns that our pledges for the year will be short 
of the amount needed to meet our goal of a balanced budget for 2009. 

 

As of the end of September, pledge offerings were $25,200 less than budget; plate offerings were 
$11,200 less than budget; and other miscellaneous income is behind budget by $4,100. Our 
revenue shortfall of $40,500 for the first nine months of 2009 is partially offset by keeping our 
expenses $9,800 below budget, resulting in a year to date deficit of $30,700.  This deficit has been 
funded with St. Timothy’s cash reserves. Unless contributions improve, any remaining cash reserves 
(which are currently less than $20,000) will be depleted by the end of the year. 

 

We understand that these are trying times and many people are experiencing hardship, losses and 
uncertainties, however during this period we need to keep St Timothy’s fiscally strong. Two-thirds of 
our members are making their contributions as planned, but this leaves us with a number of our 
members who need our prayers, support and encouragement. We must maintain the belief that the 
Lord is with us and we need to be faithful stewards of his gifts and talents.  

 

If you are behind in your pledge, please try to catch up as soon as you can.  If you are unable to 
fulfill your pledge in 2009, contact Jeff Rudolph or Jerry King so that we can plan for the rest of the 
year with certainty.  If any member of Saint Timothy’s is in a position to make a special gift this year, 
it would be very much appreciated.  Although we don’t want to reduce our spending further, all 
options are on the table for additional budget cuts if our cash flow does not improve. 

 

The Vestry and Staff will be preparing the 2010 budget in the coming months and it is important for 
them to have reliable information about our results in 2009 and the impact our total 2009 
contributions will have against our cash reserves.  Please use the next two months to help St 
Timothy’s maintain our programs and continue to make a difference in the community.

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FAT SATURDAY --- Did you know that Advent is meant to be a mini Lent? It is a time of reflection, 

preparation and anticipation of the coming of the Christ child somewhat like Lent is preparation for 
Easter and the Resurrection of our Lord. And so, self examination as well as deepening our experi-
ence of God is the intent given to us by our tradition for these four weeks of Advent preceding 
Christmas. 
 

Well, St. Timothy’s and St. Gabriel’s Daughters of the King, and St. Timothy’s Women’s Retreat and 
Spirituality Committee, are having an Advent Quiet Morning, Saturday, December 5, 8:30 - 11:30 
at St. Tim’s.

There 
will be smells, candle light and icons, bells and chant -- beyond what you have experienced before. 
If you plan to attend, you will have a chance to sign up in the narthex during November so we can 
plan for continental breakfast and refreshments. There is no charge for this event, however dona-
tions will help keep our budget in the black. Please join us for this morning of prayer and reflection to 
deepen your experience of the holy season that is soon to be upon us.

On October 25, I addressed the congregation on the subject of stewardship.  My remarks, which 
were made in support of our stewardship campaign for 2010, are paraphrased below. 
 

I am pleased to have the opportunity to share with you my giving story.  What does stewardship 
mean to our family?  To me, stewardship is an opportunity to give back.  Stewardship is a way to 
give thanks, to be life giving, and to support our church.  Stewardship is a response to the Bible’s 
call to wisely use the resources that God has entrusted to each of us.  Another way to say it is that 
we are called to be members of Saint Timothy’s, and not merely guests. 
 

Stewardship is not just about money, but a sharing of time and talent.  Please fill out both sides of 
your pledge card.  I’ve checked several boxes, including adult choir and Samaritan outreach, be-
cause these ministries are important to me. 
 

In our family, we are intentional about our financial giving.  It is a priority.  We tithe 10% of our earn-
ings.  The first check I write each month is to Saint Timothy’s, the first fruits of our blessings.  Now 
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I’m far from being a saint, as much of a ―work in progress‖ as anyone else in how I spend money.  
But our family has chosen to build our capacity to give freely and generously through our daily living 
decisions about both money and time. 
 

My wife Nan and I ask questions about our finances, such as how much money is enough?  Is this 
purchase a want or a need?  Are we card-carrying members of a consumer-based society, or do we 
make giving to others a priority? 
 

I invite you to join me in embracing a lifestyle choice, a discipline of giving that is regular, first and 
proportional.  If 10% is not possible, choose another number and work to increase it over time.  I 
also invite you to consider automatic withdrawal from your bank account to meet your pledge.  This 
avoids the temptation to spend money designated for giving, and helps the church with our year-
round cash flow. 
 

We have been blessed in our family.  All of us have been blessed in different ways.  How will you 
respond to the blessings you have received?  Please make a pledge-it’s part of what it means to be 
a member of Saint Timothy’s.  Your church needs support from each of you, every member.  Please 
be intentional about your giving, and be as generous as you can be.  Thank you.

Every so often my grandson throws me a curve ball: ―So, Grandma, what do a deacon do?‖  
Er….  Owen’s question stops me in mid-stride and makes me think.  And squirm.  Am I doing what a 
―deacon do‖? 

 

I guess you’ll get all sorts of answers to Owen’s question depending on how many deacons 
you ask: everyone will probably have a different take on it.  The Book of Common Prayer tells us 
that the deacon has a ―special ministry of servanthood…‖, that the deacon is ―to show Christ’s peo-
ple that in serving the helpless they are serving Christ himself‖.  Right, but what exactly does a dea-
con DO?  Our bishop has said over and over that he wants ―edgy‖ deacons.  He wants us out in the 
community working with the poor, the homeless ones, the disenfranchised ones: the vulnerable 
ones.  He wants his deacons to be examples of servant ministry so as to encourage others to serve 
as well.  My intention is to explain what Deacon Bill and I are doing in our ministries and then pro-
pose some opportunities to you. 

 

As you know, Deacon Bill serves the Cherrelyn Nursing Home in Littleton by taking a service 
there twice a month.  He also does hospital visits whenever and wherever there is a need.  Right 
now I am being trained by Family Tree to work with Homeless people and At-Risk youth.  This month 
(November) I will be trained to work with victims of Domestic Violence.  Once trained, I will then be 
allowed to work face-to-face with people in need in these areas.  Family Tree wants to make sure 
that the people they authorize to work with victims know what to do and how to do it.  This will be my 
ministry in the community.  Deacon Bill’s ministry takes him face-to-face with people who need him.  
And they benefit from his presence.  I hope my ministry will do the same. 

 

I will be serving within St. Tim’s as well.  We will be developing 4 major projects for outreach 
in the coming year, expanding on things you have already done in past years.  I will be helping to 
develop the projects and encourage congregational participation.  The most important facet of each 
project will be providing multiple ways for the congregation to take part.  As we embark on these  
projects, I encourage all of us to look for a way to participate in serving others.

In October a group of Jr and Sr high students, along with college kids who were on work 
crew and chaperones, attended the Diocesan run event called Genesis. Our very own Dana Max 
was the speaker!

Please designate( age/gender) for whom the gift has been prepared by using the tags in 
the brochure and include $7.00 to help cover the cost of shipping and handling.

Water is literally the staff of life. It comprises most of our bodies and most of our planet, in almost the 
same proportion. Other than air, it’s the most urgent necessity of life. 
 

Following in the ancient Jewish tradition he inherited from his father, John the Baptizer called the 
people of Israel to make a new beginning in their lives by going with him into the Jordan River. The 
baptism of his cousin Jesus inaugurated a new and distinctively Christian rite of passage. 
 

At every baptism we bless the water with a retelling of the Biblical stories of 
water: the Creation, the Red Sea crossing, and the baptism of Jesus. (Book 
of Common Prayer p. 306) During November we’re going to keep water in 
the baptismal font the whole month, to give you an opportunity to bless your-
self with the sign of the Cross as you enter or leave the church.  
 

Baptism is our entry into the Body of Christ, our cleansing from sin, and our commissioning to serve 
in Jesus’ name. Take this chance to remember your baptism so that you can continue to grow in 
your spiritual life.
