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Every year around Thanksgiving I try to collect myself 

spiritually. It always seems like the gathering darkness and 

falling temperatures provide a perfect opportunity to draw 

inward and appreciate some quiet time.  

But trying to get focused during the first week of December 

is like reconsidering a roller coaster ride when youõre reaching 

the top of the first big climb. At that point you might as well 

hold on and enjoy whatõs coming.  

Since itõs apparently not realistic to hope for peace and quiet 

this month, my prayer is that the òholiday seasonó will be a 

sacramental time for you.  

You know that in the church we celebrate two principal 

sacraments: Holy Baptism and Holy Eucharist (Communion). 

The other five formal sacraments (marriage, confirmation, 

ordination, absolution of sins, and anointing for healing) 

contribute to the ongoing life of our faith community.  

However, by no means are these the only sacramental 

moments of our lives. We understand sacraments to be 

òoutward and visible signsó of Godõs love and grace. In fact, 

the world abounds in sacraments: the brisk beauty of a fall 

day, the innocent wonder of a babyõs smile, the blessing of 

sharing a meal with family or friends, the experience of being 

transfixed by music or art.   

I pray that, as Christmas approaches and the pace of the 

festivities picks up, you will be able to notice and honor the 

sacramental moments in your lives. Every gathering of 

family or friends, every card you send or gift you give, every 

shared meal has the potential to reveal Godõs presence in 

our midst. Undoubtedly someone youõll be seeing needs to 

know that God is with them.  

Iõve set aside my hopes of transforming December into a 

quiet time of rest and reflection. But noticing and celebrating 

sacred moments is definitely possible, and it will be a 

blessing for those we love. Life is a gift from God, and 

knowing Jesus Christ is the greatest gift of all. Letõs try to 

remember that when the roller coaster ride begins.

As our 2008 Stewardship Campaign draws to a conclusion, the Stewardship Committee would like to provide you this 

update: we have received 120 commitments, and 13 of these are new pledges! Almost 50 families have increased their financial 

support from last year.

over 40 parishioners who pledged last year have not renewed their pledges for 2008. This represents an approximate 

$110,000 shortfall to simply maintain the current year budget. 

Our budget includes salary increases for several of our staff who have faithfully supported our Parish without any increases 

in salary for the last 2 years and are deserving of a raise. The Budget also includes an increase in funding for the music and 

youth programs to alleviate some of the fundraising work done by both groups. Lastly, we need to look ahead to hiring a new 

associate rector. 

As committed Christians, God expects us to minister to one another and to the world around us. Without adequate funding, 

it will be very difficult for us to maintain the level of ministry we now provide, let alone provide growth in the work God has 

called us to do. If you have not done so, please return your financial commitment card to the church office as soon as 

possible. If you have made a financial pledge, please prayerfully consider how you might increase your level of giving.
