There‟s no figure in American history I admire more than Thomas Jefferson. The vision of human 
rights expressed in the Declaration of Independence continues to inspire people around the world. 
He led our nation to the Pacific Coast and helped to bring science into the mainstream of our lives. 
 

But Jefferson had difficulty reconciling faith with his prodigious intellectual gifts. Taking a red pencil 
to the sacred texts, he edited the Gospels to remove all the miracles. Like many people today he 
saw Jesus as an esteemed teacher, but no more. 
 

During this season we are reminded that Jesus didn‟t simply work miracles - his very nature is 
miraculous. The central wonder of Christianity is that the Son of God was born in human flesh, to 
live and die as one of us. The original disciples were witnesses to this reality and their lives were 
transformed.  
 

What makes the birth of Jesus most remarkable is not an event in Bethlehem two thousand years 
ago - it‟s that Jesus Christ continues to touch the hearts and minds of people today. Scientific 
understanding has its limits, but “the peace of God which passes all understanding” (BCP p. 339) is 
the foundation of our lives of faith. 
 

As you prepare for Christmas, stop bustling around for a few moments and look for signs of Jesus. 
Where do you see Him? What kinds of things is He doing? In what ways is He touching your life? 
How is He calling you to help spread the Good News?

Bishop O‟Neill and the Episcopal Diocese of Colorado is committed to building a “Mission Shaped 
Church” in Colorado. The three-legged mission shaped purpose statement of the Diocese is 
“Proclamation, Servanthood and Discipleship.” Proclamation is about equipping people to know and 
experience the Gospel of Christ. Discipleship is engagement in life long faith formation that  
intentionally forms disciples of all ages.  
 

It seems to me that St. Tim‟s is on a roll when it comes to “Servanthood” (missional experiences and 
projects). But adult faith formation at St. Tim‟s tends to fall through the cracks. It gets gobbled up in 
our over-committed lives. In order to build and enrich the “apostolate” of all ages (which is part of St.

The Deacons’ Corner 

 

Kimmie was beaten to death by her husband on Mother‟s Day 3 years ago. I didn‟t know Kimmie, 
but I do know her family. Kimmie‟s story has haunted me ever since. 
 

I have just completed Family Tree‟s training for volunteers working with victims of Domestic Vio-
lence. The training is composed of 5 sessions for a total of 20 hours. It‟s intense…and scary. I left 
the first session feeling like a victim. I felt the fear, helplessness and hopelessness that victims feel. I 
felt sick. 
 

Did you know that as recently as the 1980‟s there was no such thing as “Domestic Violence”? Yep, 
back then this was known as a “disturbance. The cops would go to a scene, “tell the guy to go for a 
walk and tell the woman to go inside and shut up” (I got this info from a cop a couple of weeks ago 
at one of the training sessions). Today it‟s a whole lot different (well, okay, maybe not a whole lot, 
but at least it‟s on their radar). When the cops arrive now, they do arrest the perpetrator if there is 
“probable cause”, and there are safe houses for women and children. But “Domestic Violence” is not 
a crime. The crime is the assault (they do put a DV tag on it, though). And the assault is only the 
very last stage in a whole cycle of abuse that has gone on for years. It‟s bad, folks. 
 

Domestic Violence is also an equal-opportunity issue. It cuts across all racial, ethnic and socio-
economic boundaries. Perpetrators are not necessarily 6‟4” drunks with tattoos; they can be very av-
erage, nice-nice guys you would never suspect. They may also be WOMEN (although the vast ma-
jority are men). It is the most insidious and under-reported social problem facing us today. 
 

The only way to really confront this issue is by education and awareness and by teaching our chil-
dren that violence and abuse are unacceptable. October was “Domestic Violence Awareness Month” 
but I was only marginally aware of that….and I‟m the one trying to get involved here!!! There is a 
LONG way to go. I plan to help. If you are interested in knowing more…talk to me.

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2010 Pledge Campaign Update 

 

St. Timothy's has a very conservative revenue goal of $525,000.00 for 2010. To meet the bare  
minimum expenses of the church, our parish needs to realize $470,000.00 in pledged offerings from 
the congregation. If you have questions regarding expenditures, please contact one of your Vestry 
members or consult your copy of the budget for 2009. 
 

We anticipate receiving $55,000.00 in other revenue for 2010 that is detailed as follows: 
$ 35,000.00 in collection plate contributions 
$ 12,500.00 in T-Mobile revenue from the cell tower lease  
$  4,000.00 in King Soopers, Safeway and Sunflower Market grocery coupons 
$  2,500.00 from the Colorado Episcopal Foundation (CEF) 
$  1,000.00 in investment income 
$55,000.00 Total Other Revenue 
 

The difference between our revenue goal and total other revenue equals our pledge campaign goal 
of $470,000.00. As of November 29th, we have received 121 pledges totaling $330,420.00, which 
includes 63 new and increased pledges. Although these pledges are cause for celebration, St. Timo-
thy's is still in need of $139,580.00 to make ends meet in 2010.  
 

Loosely translated, we are just over the 2/3 mark in our pledge campaign. The Stewardship  
Committee was hoping to wrap-up the campaign by December 6th and present a finalized pledge 
amount to the Vestry for budgetary consideration. 
 

Based on the above averages, our parish is in need of 52 additional pledges to avoid budget cuts 
that will adversely affect our church. Please return your pledge cards as soon as you are able so 
that the Vestry can prepare the 2010 budget. There are extra pledge cards available on the table in 
the Narthex. Please don't forget to check the ministry offerings on the back side of the card!!!!!

I was surprised to learn that the church received additional revenue when we used GoodShop by 
GoodSearch. Contributions to the church are a percentage of the purchase price and vary by the 
company: Amazon (.5 to 1.5%), Barnes and Noble (3%), the Gap (2.5%), Macy‟s (1.5 to 2.5%), 
Kohl‟s (2%), Microsoft (5%), Old Navy (2.5%), Petsmart (4-7.5%), Target (1.5%), Toys R Us (1.5-
2%), Williams Sonoma (2%), iTunes (2.5%) and eBay (25% or more). This list contains only some of 
the many companies that participate in GoodShop. So, if you‟re still going to be doing some shop-
ping for Christmas gifts on line, please use GoodShop (http://goodsearch.com/goodshop.aspx/) and 
provide your church with a gift as well!

Men’s Retreat a Great Success! 
 

The St. Tim‟s Men‟s Retreat held on the weekend of November 6
th
 through 8

th
 was a resounding 

success. The theme was “Growing Closer to Each Other and to God: How Our Stories Intersect 
with God‟s Story”, and was moved along with a series of reflections from Fr. Michael on the  
Zechariah and John story in the Gospel of Luke. About thirty-five men attended the kickoff pizza 
dinner at the church on Friday night, where we had a great dinner and fellowship, got to know each 
other better, had our first teaching from Fr. Michael, and then a small groups discussion. 
 

On Saturday morning, twenty-eight men traveled to the beautiful Glen Eyrie Conference Center 
near the Garden of the Gods for the rest of the Retreat. God blessed us with awesome, warm and 
dry weather (the originally planned weekend date was Oct. 9-11

th
, when the daytime high in Denver 

that Saturday was 17 degrees!). There was a herd of Rocky Mountain sheep that had the run of the 
center, and plenty of opportunities for hiking, deeper fellowship, prayer and contemplation. Meals 
were served in the Castle that is the centerpiece of the Conference Center, and they were deli-
cious. There were three sessions to further develop the Gospel story that were high-lighted by per-
sonal talks from three of the men, followed by break-outs into the small group discussions. Many of 
the groups met outside because of the beautiful weather, and the sharing was very  
meaningful to all of us. In the evening after dinner and our last session we gathered in various  
locations in our lodge and enjoyed more stories (some true, some not) and a few of the men got a 
lively card game of “Mao” going. Be sure to ask Jeff Spahr about the exact rules for this game!  Af-
ter a restful night, we had our final small group breakout, and then Eucharist, and then back into 
our busy lives, but renewed and refreshed. 
 

Many of the men remarked in the Retreat evaluations that they would like to have more fellowship 
with these men and the other men of St. Tim‟s. We will definitely begin planning another offsite  
retreat in the near future, incorporating the suggestions we received in the evaluations. In the 
meantime, we plan to have a “reunion” of these thirty-some men, and any others who are  
interested, on Sunday, January 31

st
, 2010, at 2:00 p.m. at the church. Stay tuned for more details.

Farewell to our Recycling Bins 

 

For several years, Saint Timothy‟s has provided recycling bins in the west parking lot for the use of 
the church and as a community service. The church received a modest payment for the paper, 
glass, cans and other recycling that we collected. Just before Thanksgiving, Waste Management 
called the church office and said that they were forced by economic conditions to start charging for 
recycling services. At the quoted new rate of $6 per container per pickup, given that we have three 
bins that are currently picked up twice a week, the church was looking at a cost of $1872 per year to 
continue this service. At its November 24 meeting, the Vestry discussed the cost as well as damage 
to the parking lot, the recurring problem of papers blowing throughout our property and past  
complaints from neighbors. The Vestry decided to cancel the existing recycling arrangement with 
Waste Management, effective December 10. In the near future, Saint Tim‟s will explore alternatives 
to continue recycling for the church‟s needs only. 
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I want to update you on the results of our Operation Christmas Child project and also let you know 
about our efforts for the Cherrelyn Manor Christmas. 

 

Operation Christmas Child: 

The response to OCC was really quite impressive. Ninety-eight shoeboxes were  
delivered on Nov. 23

rd
 to the Cherry Hills Community Church collection point in  

Highlands Ranch. Half of those boxes were provided by members of the congregation 
as individual boxes and the other half came from the Youth Group. There were about 
45 people at the Youth Group‟s Packing Party on Nov. 22

nd
. And they all had fun!! 

Many, many  
people participated in the various opportunities available, from providing  
shoeboxes, wrapping paper and supplies to delivering the boxes and donating money to cover the 
shipping. Thank you all for making Operation Christmas Child such a successful project for our com-
munity. 
 

Cherrelyn Manor Christmas: 

Our next major project is already underway. We have come up with a few additional 
ways for people to participate in this traditional St. Tim‟s event. We will be Caroling 
at Cherrelyn on Sunday, Dec. 13

th
 at 2:30 pm (or meet at the Church at 2:00) , and 

we will be taking gifts for 30 residents, as you have done in the past. In addition  
people can provide cookies for us to take along as well as a Christmas card and  
ornament. The goal is to gather about 200 cards with ornaments so every resident 

has one. Also, if you like, you can donate a few dollars to a fund that will provide some money for 
residents‟  
accounts. There are some residents who have no money in their accounts and so are excluded from 
certain activities that they could otherwise participate in. Please check out our table in the narthex 
and sign up to participate. There‟s been a huge response already but, please, keep it up!! 
 

One Last Thing: 

I also want to let you know that $2900.00 has been disbursed to 11 charitable organizations (both 
local and international) since the beginning of November. This is in addition to funds previously  
disbursed. Another $1248.00 will be disbursed by the end of the year. Way to go, St. Tim‟s!! If you 
want to know the specific organizations receiving funds, you can check with a Samaritan Outreach 
committee member. By the way, we could REALLY use some additional members on the Samaritan 
Outreach Committee, so maybe you all could think about it….Just asking…..!

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New Ministry Leaders 

 

Two of our most dedicated lay leaders will be stepping down from their ministries at the end of  
January - we‟ll be celebrating them at the Annual Meeting. Roberta Denham has been Altar Guild 
chair since the early „90‟s, preparing the church for hundreds of worship services. Jeff Spahr has 
served as Junior Warden for six of the past nine years, caring for our facilities at a fraction of the real 
cost of repairs.  
 

Both Roberta and Jeff have been incredibly faithful servants of our congregation, and making  
leadership transitions will not be easy. But thanks to the examples they‟ve set, new leaders have 
emerged in these important areas.  
 

Through her surgeries and the challenges of being a single head of household, Lorie Newey has 
wrestled with a persistent sense of call to lead the Altar Guild. Now that her term of the Vestry has 
been completed, and by stepping down from other ministries, she‟s ready to take on the position. 
We‟re all thrilled that she was able to respond to this call, and I know she‟ll get lots of support in the 
time ahead. 
 

After quite a series of discussions, the Vestry has decided to “re-vision” the role of Junior Warden. 
Starting in February this person will be responsible for overseeing the accomplishment of goals set 
by the Vestry. Initially this will involve establishing a Property Committee, working on an aspect of 
parish communications, and beginning to make plans to promote St. Timothy‟s in the community. 
Bob Fullerton and I are in conversation about calling a new Junior Warden to begin serving in  
February. 
 

After two years as Administrative Assistant, Lindsay Leaman has become established as the  
cornerstone of our church office. As she‟s gotten comfortable with our seasonal cycles, Lindsay has 
expressed a willingness to take on new challenges. Effective this month, her title has been changed 
to Parish Administrator and she‟ll be compensated for five more hours each week.  
 

For the past year Jeff Spahr, Bob Fullerton, Glenn Heerse and I have been working on a new  
organizational pattern for facilities maintenance. Rather than depending on a single individual to be 
responsible for all our needs (which never was realistic!), we‟ve combined maintenance and repair 
needs into a several groups, each of which will be overseen by a volunteer.  
 

Lindsay is now responsible for coordinating the response to facility needs by calling the appropriate 
volunteers (or contractors when necessary). If you are aware of things that need to be done, please 
contact her by phone (303-794-1565) email (sttims@sttims.net) or by leaving a note on her desk. 
We‟re grateful for her willingness to take on this responsibility and think this will be a much more 
sustainable system for caring for our facilities. 
 

Our heartfelt thanks go out to Roberta, Jeff, and all the volunteers who have assisted them. We look 
forward to celebrating you and your ministries next month!

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Discernment Groups   

 

It‟s obvious that clergy have important ministries in the Episcopal Church, but many people have no 
idea how we‟re selected. “The Process,” as it‟s often called by seminarians, is a time for individuals 
to listen for God‟s call and for the church to test their response. 
 

The first step in this process is for a church member who has been active in ministry to contact their 
Rector to discuss the possibility of a call to serve as an ordained leader. If the Rector agrees, a 
“Discernment Committee” is formed to be in monthly conversation over the course of a year, sharing 
ministry experiences and looking for signs God‟s presence and activity. Once these conversations 
are complete, the Rector and Vestry will write to the Bishop to give feedback on the suitability of the 
possible candidates.  
 

Recently two people have come to me to inquire about entering into this process of discernment. It is 
clear to me that both are active in a variety of ministries at St. Timothy‟s and have experienced a 
depth of spirituality which prepares them for discernment conversations. I have encouraged Ann 
Pontius and Simon Caddick to begin to form their committees, which will receive training from one of 
my colleagues in the diocese.  
 

The committee members are not expected to be experts on ordained ministry. If you receive a call 
from Ann or Simon, please consider whether you would be drawn to reflect on your own ministry and 
listen to others share their stories. If I can be helpful in answering your questions, please get in 
touch.  
 

I‟m grateful that these two people have taken the bold step of putting themselves forward in this way, 
and I assume that this process will draw all of the participants closer to God and to each other. 
Please keep Ann and Simon in your prayers as they listen for God‟s will in their lives.

Sunday School Registration Forms 

Registration forms for all children (PreK-5
th
 grade) attending Sunday School are available in the 

classrooms. Teachers hand them out to parents/guardians to complete on Sunday mornings before 
class starts for anyone who has not filled one out, even if a child is just visiting. The form includes 
important information about any allergies a child might have that the teachers need to know about.  
Occasionally, there are treats distributed in Sunday School class so it is important for the teachers to 
be aware of any allergies or food restrictions. It also provides the teachers with contact names in 
case an emergency should arise and they need to quickly find the parent/guardian, or the contact 
person whom the child came with to church.

We offer acolyte training at least twice a year, and the Sub deacons (Greg  
Velisek, Simon Caddick, Dana Max, Anna LeCuyer, Doug Thomas and Rick Carroll) will be glad to 
answer your questions at any time.

Summary of November 24, 2009 - St. Timothy‟s Vestry Meeting 
 

¶ The Vestry continues to monitor the budget situation for 2009, with income continuing to fall  
 behind projected levels. The Pledge campaign for 2010 is underway. The budget for 2010 will be  
 presented to the congregation at the Annual Meeting in January, 2010. 

¶ On February 6, 2010, St. Timothy‟s will host a fundraiser for the Youth Center, with dinner and 
 music. 

¶ Operation Christmas Child was very successful, with St. Timothy‟s delivering 96 boxes. 

¶ As of December 1
st
, St. Timothy‟s will be removing the recycling bins from the lower parking lot. 

After receiving notification that we would be charged by the provider to offer this service, it was 
agreed that we would terminate our contract.
